Helpful Hints Before You Go

Travel Documents

Passports: All Uniworld river cruise/tours require a passport.
In most cases, passports must be valid for six months after
the scheduled return date from the trip. Some itineraries will
require visas. Each guest is fully responsible for obtaining
and carrying the travel documents necessary for his or her
travel itinerary. Uniworld will not be responsible for any
delays, damages, and/or losses, including missed portions
of your trip, related to improper travel documents.

Visa requirements on this itinerary for US and Canadian citizens
can be found at the end of this booklet, in the section marked
“About Your Uniworld Cruise Package,” or on the Uniworld
website, uniworld.com, in the “Before You Go” section. Non-US
or Canadian citizens must contact the appropriate consular
office for entry requirements pertaining to their particular
trip. Uniworld’s website provides information on obtaining the
required visa through Zierer Visa Service as a courtesy only.

Passenger Information Form: By now, you should have
completed the Uniworld Passenger Information Form. The
information on this form is used to comply with certain foreign
government and airline security restrictions in advance of your
arrival onboard our ships. If you have completed this form, we
thank you for your prompt attention. If you have not completed
this form, please visit our website at uniworld.com and complete
the online Passenger Information Form in the “Before You Go”
section. Each guest must complete the form.

Travel Protection: Uniworld strongly recommends that each
guest purchase a Travel Protection Plan. Please carry all
policy information with you during the course of your trip.

Cruise Documentation

Uniworld sends all final cruise and air documents between
21 to 30 days prior to your trip departure, provided that
Uniworld has received a completed and signed Passenger
Information Form and your booking is paid-in-full. All
documents are sent via a priority mail delivery service, such
as UPS or Federal Express.

Baggage Limitations

Airline baggage restrictions change frequently and each guest
needs to check with their specific air carrier for limitations
concerning baggage weight, baggage size, carry-on regulations,
and excess baggage or overweight charges. This information
can be found on the carrier’s website. Remember to check
for both international (over the water) and domestic (intra-
continental) regulations, as limitations differ depending on
flight routings. Overweight or excess baggage charges vary,
and guests who exceed an airline’s recommended limit may
be asked by the airline to pay fees ranging from $25 to $80
US Dollars (USD), or possibly more, per infraction.
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If your cruise/tour program includes a flight between Bucharest
and Istanbul, please note that the domestic airline allows one
suitcase per person, not to exceed 23kg (50 pounds). Suitcases
weighing more than 23kg will be assessed an overweight fee
by the airline ranging from €50 to €100. A second suitcase
weighing up 23kg will be assessed a flat fee of €50.

Please note: € = Euro

Onboard the ships and motorcoaches, storage space is very
limited. Therefore, for your comfort and convenience on the
cruise as well as on pre- or post-cruise land stays, we ask that
you bring one (1) suitcase per person and one (1) carry-on bag
per person (excluding purses). Please note there may be a fee
assessed on-site for excess baggage.

Keep an eye on your baggage and all personal belongings—
they are your responsibility throughout the trip. Uniworld is
not responsible for loss, theft, or damage to baggage and
personal belongings. A Travel Protection Plan covering lost,
stolen, or damaged baggage is highly recommended.

Travel Essentials

The following items are essential to any destination: comfortable
walking shoes, sunglasses, sunscreen, a hat, an umbrella, and
a lightweight raincoat or outerwear garment appropriate to the
seasonal weather conditions. It is recommended that you bring
duplicates of prescription eyewear, copies of prescriptions for
any medicine, copies of credit card information, and copies of
passport information pages. Make sure that your baggage has
identification tags both inside and outside with your contact
information and address clearly marked. Do not pack valuables
or important medication in your checked baggage. You should
carry any valuables and important medication with you in
your carry-on baggage. Please contact your air carrier for any
additional regulations.

Health and Mobility

Physical Limitations: Uniworld trips are exciting, relatively
active vacations. While there will be plenty of time to relax,
there will also be much to see and do. Your included excursions
generally require an extensive amount of walking, as well as
navigation of numerous steps and cobblestone streets. On
shore excursions, guests with physical limitations will find
access to sites generally restrictive. For your safety and
enjoyment, we recommend that all guests be in good physical
condition. In addition, river ships, while spacious and elegant,
are not in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities
Act, and most do not have elevators. Uniworld, at its sole
discretion, reserves the right to refuse passage or to require

a current passenger to end their trip if the passenger’s state
of health or physical condition may affect their own health,
safety, and enjoyment, or that of other passengers.

Medical: Uniworld does not employ staff nurses or doctors
onboard its ships. Nor can the onboard Gift Shop carry
medications that are sold over the counter in the US because
most European nations allow the sale of medications by
licensed pharmacies only. Should you need medical attention,
it will be at local facilities, at your own expense. Uniworld is not
responsible for any costs incurred as a result of medical service,
or for the quality of medical care received. A Travel Protection
Plan covering medical expenses is highly recommended.

Special Diets: Please advise us in advance of your departure
of any special dietary restrictions. This information will be
provided to the proper personnel. To the extent possible, and
in consideration of local conditions, every effort will be made
to accommodate your needs. It is the guest’s responsibility to
provide us with as much detail as necessary concerning any
medically related diet concerns. Not all dietary requests can
be accommodated, and we appreciate your understanding in
this matter.

General Money Matters

ATMs: ATMs connected to bank networks such as PLUS or
Cirrus are widely available in most major metropolitan areas,
in airports, city centers, and in some instances, hotels. Fees
for transactions vary. ATMs are not available onboard the
ships. Your bank can tell you which network your ATM card
can access, and whether a debit or credit card must be used.
Make sure you have the correct PIN for the card you plan
to use before leaving home, as the PIN is required for all
money withdrawals. It is also recommended that you bring
an overseas contact number for your bank or credit card
company in case you require assistance while traveling.

Credit Cards and Traveler’s Checks: Most major credit cards
(Visa, MasterCard, and American Express) are accepted
worldwide. Credit cards are also accepted onboard.

There may be some stores or locations where cash is preferred
(especially for small purchases) or a particular credit card
cannot be used for purchases. We recommend bringing at least
one major credit card, as well as an ATM card that is both a
debit and credit card. We do not recommend bringing Traveler’s
Checks, as it is becoming increasingly difficult to cash them at
local banks. Also, we recommend that you do not carry Euro
bills in denominations greater than €100, as many merchants
are hesitant to accept them due to counterfeiting. Local banks
can break larger bills into smaller denominations for you.
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Please contact your bank and/or credit card companies to
let them know that you will be leaving the country to avoid
any problems using your credit card(s) overseas.

Getting There
Airport Security and Check-In

It is advisable to contact the airline in advance of your
departure to verify that there have been no changes to the
flight number or schedule found on your travel documents.
After your travel documents are issued and sent to you,
Uniworld is not responsible for notifying guests of any
changes in flight schedules.

Please make sure you arrive at the airport at least two and a
half (2.5) hours prior to your scheduled departure to complete
check-in and security procedures. For peak travel times, you
may even want to arrive three (3) hours prior to your scheduled
departure time.

Transfers

Airport Arrival Transfers: If your cruise/tour package includes a
group arrival transfer (and your flights coincide with our transfer
guidelines) or if you have purchased a private arrival transfer, you
will be greeted by a Uniworld representative and transferred to

the ship or hotel Transfers are only provided on the actual start
day of the cruise or cruise/tour. Those guests with a Pre-Cruise
Extension will also be met by a Uniworld representative at the

airport of the city in which the extension is to take place (for the

Lucerne Extension, the airport used is Basel, Switzerland). You
will be met as you exit the secure customs area. Please claim all
of your baggage before exiting the baggage claim area. Porterage
services are not included at the airport. From the airport, you'll
be transferred to the ship or your hotel.

Please note that transfers are non-refundable. There may be
a waiting period for scheduled airport transfers, depending
on groupings of flight arrivals. This wait can be up to two (2)
hours. Uniworld will not be responsible for late arrivals or
missed transfers due to delayed, changed, canceled, missed
flights, for missed cruise/trip days, or for extra costs resulting
from delayed, changed, canceled, or missed flights.

In accordance with Uniworld’s transfer guidelines, all guests
making their own flight arrangements are required to provide
Uniworld with their flight information and pre-trip arrangements
no later than 45 days prior to departure in order to receive
transfers. For complete details, please see the Terms and
Conditions section of our current brochure or our website,
uniworld.com.

Guests who have purchased extra nights with hotel stays will be
provided private transfers as part of the extra night purchase
as long as Uniworld has received their flight information no
later than 45 days prior to departure.

If your cruise/tour package does not contain transfers (i.e.,
for flights outside Uniworld’s transfer guidelines or if flight
details have not been communicated to Uniworld in time),
then please make your own way from the ship or hotel as
per your trip itinerary at your own expense.

Airport Departure Transfers: If your cruise/tour package
includes a group departure transfer (and your flights coincide
with our transfer guidelines) or if you have purchased a private
departure transfer, you will be transferred to the airport for your
flight home. Transfers are only provided on the actual end day
of the cruise or cruise/tour. For those guests with a Post-Cruise
Extension, you will be transferred from the ship to the hotel
and from the hotel to the airport accordingly. Porterage
services are not included at the airport.

In accordance with Uniworld’s transfer guidelines, all guests
making their own flight arrangements are required to provide
Uniworld with their flight information and pre-trip arrangements
no later than 45 days prior to departure in order to receive
transfers. For complete details, please see the Terms and
Conditions section of our current brochure or our website,
uniworld.com.

Depending on arrival or departure transfer times, transfers may
include sightseeing en route.

Guests who have purchased extra nights with hotel stays will be
provided private transfers as part of the extra night purchase
as long as Uniworld has received their flight information no
later than 45 days prior to departure.

If your cruise/tour package does not contain transfers (i.e.,
for flights outside Uniworld’s transfer guidelines or if flight
details have not been communicated to Uniworld in time),
then please make your own way from the ship or hotel as
per your trip itinerary at your own expense.

Private Car Transfers: Guests who make independent flight
arrangements and arrive outside Uniworld’s transfer guide-
lines can purchase private car transfers from Uniworld at
an additional cost. Private car transfers are only available
on the cruise/tour start and end dates.

Please ask your travel agent or Uniworld for details. In some
locations, private transfers are not available due to the distance
between the airport arrival city and the port of embarkation
and disembarkation.

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Cruise-Only Guests and Guests with Independent
Arrangements: For guests who are making their own way to
the ship and who are not using Uniworld’s transfer options,
we strongly suggest that you call the ship to determine its
exact location before proceeding to the dock. The ship’s
telephone number will be shown on your Cruise Ticket.
Docking assignments for river cruise vessels can change
at the last minute, and the information provided on your
Cruise Ticket about the expected docking location could
be incorrect on your day of arrival. It is not possible for
Uniworld to notify guests making their own way to the ship
of any last minute changes.

Cruise-only guests may join Uniworld’s group transfers or may
purchase private transfers for the cruise/tour start and end
dates. However, independent flight arrangements must be
made in accordance with Uniworld’s transfer guidelines, which
are coordinated with the ship’s required time of embarkation
and disembarkation for all guests and must be provided to
Uniworld no later than 45 days prior to departure.

Late Flight Arrivals/Missed Flights: If your package includes a
Uniworld arrival transfer and you experience a travel delay of
any kind, please adhere to the following instructions:

Advise an airline representative at the airport that you are
a cruise passenger set to sail that day or the following day.
Typically, airlines are able to arrange alternative flights
for passengers to continue with their travel to the point
of embarkation.

Upon arrival in the cruise or tour-start city, after you have
cleared customs look for the Uniworld representative outside
the customs area. If your flight arrangements were drastically
altered, it is unlikely that the ground staff will be notified in
time of your specific flight changes. And, due to security
protocols enacted post September 11, 2001, airlines very
rarely provide updated flight information to third parties.

If you cannot find the Uniworld representative, please
contact the Transfer Provider in your arrival city. Their
contact information is shown in the transfer section of your
Cruise Ticket. If unable to match you up with a scheduled
group transfer, the Transfer Provider will ask you to make
your own way to the ship or hotel at your own expense. Costs
incurred due to missed transfers are the responsibility of the
guest, and in most cases, compensation can be obtained
from your travel protection plan provider or airline carrier.

If your delay is serious enough that you miss the starting
point of your cruise, you will need to get to the next stop

on the ship’s itinerary at your own expense. Using the ship’s
phone number shown on your Cruise Ticket, please contact
the ship for its exact location on your revised date of arrival.
The ship’s personnel will advise you of the best course of
action. Uniworld is not responsible for missed transfers or
additional costs incurred in getting to the next destination
due to missed or delayed flight arrangements.

Baggage Delays: Baggage delays do unfortunately occur from
time to time, especially during peak travel periods. First and
foremost, do not leave the baggage area without completing

a Lost Baggage Report with your air carrier. This report is
essential to the tracking of your claim. If traveling with a
companion, we recommend that one (1) person exit the baggage
claim area and locate the transfer representative to inform them
of the situation. This will allow the representative to ensure that
transfers are properly provided. Give the air carrier a copy of
your travel itinerary and the ship’s contact information. Report
your lost baggage to the Uniworld representative and provide
your Uniworld Cruise Manager with a copy of your Lost Baggage
Report. This will assist our staff in helping to locate your
baggage as quickly as possible. Uniworld is not responsible for
loss, theft, or damage to baggage and/or personal belongings.
A protection plan covering lost, stolen, or damaged baggage is
available through the Uniworld Travel Protection Plan.

Pre-/Post-Cruise Included or Optional
Hotel/Land Extensions

All Uniworld land programs are fully hosted and include
daily breakfast, transfers, and porterage (at hotels only).
Most feature at least one (1) special sightseeing program.
Guests on a pre-cruise/tour land extension will receive a
welcome briefing from the on-site Uniworld representative
the evening of the first day of the extension. This briefing
will familiarize you with the scheduled program and provide
additional information about optional excursion programs,
dining recommendations, and shopping tips. Guests on
a post-cruise/tour land extension will receive their briefing
onboard, and a local Uniworld host will be on hand during
your stay to provide information and assistance. Details of
your pre- or post-cruise/tour land stay or optional extension
are included with your final documents.

Please note that every effort is made to ensure that your hotel
room is available and ready for occupancy upon your arrival

at the hotel. This is not always possible due to differences in

hotel check-in/check-out times and scheduled airport-to-hotel
or ship-to-hotel transfers. A short wait for your room to become
available may be necessary.

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Embarkation/Disembarkation

Embarkation: If sailing time is 8:00 pm or later, guests are
to embark no later than 6:00 pm. If sailing time is scheduled
between 5:00 pm and 8:00 pm, guests are to embark no later
than two (2) hours prior to the scheduled sailing time.

On embarkation day, the ship is being cleaned and prepared
for your arrival. Most of the ship’s facilities, including your
stateroom, will not be available before 3:00 pm. We appreciate
your understanding and cooperation. Should you arrive at the
ship earlier than 3:00 pm, you may leave your baggage at
the Front Desk and take a walk in the area or relax in the
lounge. Please keep your hand baggage with you at all times.
Complimentary coffee, water, and light snacks will be available
in the lounge for your enjoyment.

Disembarkation: About two (2) evenings before your departure
from the ship, your Cruise Manager will brief all guests about
what to expect on the morning of disembarkation and what

time to have baggage available for pick-up, and to distribute
any documentation necessary to make your departure as smooth
as possible.

All guests must vacate their staterooms no later than 8:00 am
the day of disembarkation so the staff and crew can prepare
for the next group of guests. Breakfast hours are coordinated
around airport transfer times, which, in some cases, can be
very early in the morning. It is not unusual in some destinations
to have airport transfers as early as 4:00 am. In such cases,
we will provide guests with coffee, tea, juices, and pastries
from our 24-hour coffee station.

Guests staying onboard for an additional cruise might have
sightseeing included on this day, or will have time at leisure
for their continued enjoyment of the destination. In some
destinations, optional excursions will be available on this day.

About Your Uniworld Cruise Package and
Onboard Services

Bicycles and Nordic Walking Sticks

Complimentary bicycles and Nordic walking sticks are available
for your onshore enjoyment. Bicycle and walking paths are
easily accessible from some of the ports of call. Your Cruise
Manager can offer recommendations. The bicycles and walking
sticks can only be reserved through the Front Desk one (1) day
in advance of the time you wish to use them (or on the day-of
if available). The number of bicycles and Nordic walking sticks
available is limited and their use is solely at your own risk.
You must sign a release form prior to using bicycles or Nordic
walking sticks.

Dining

The onboard Restaurant provides a relaxed environment and
accommodates all guests with open seating. It offers both
local and international cuisine. Breakfast and lunch are
sumptuous buffets, while evenings feature specialties of the
chef and regional dishes. During lunches and dinners onboard,
complimentary soft drinks, beer, and red and white wine will
be served. Complimentary water, hot coffee, and tea will be
served at all meals onboard. Complimentary beverages may
only be consumed in the Restaurant.

In addition, al fresco dining may be available on the Sun Deck
on scheduled nights, weather permitting. Reservations are
necessary as space is limited. Reservations can only be made
onboard the ship.

All meal times are scheduled around tour departures, and
breakfast can take place very early in the morning.

Please notify Uniworld immediately if you have any special
dietary concerns or considerations that need to be taken into
account while traveling with us. We will do our best to ensure
that your request is accommodated but we cannot guarantee
that this will happen in all cases.

Elevators

Most of our ships sailing the Rhine, Main and Danube rivers
are equipped with an elevator that services all decks except
the Sun Deck. On select vessels, a chair lift is available to aid
in accessing the Sun Deck. On the River Queen, the elevator
does not service the Moselle Deck. The River Ambassador
does not have an elevator. It only has a chair lift from the
Restaurant to the Reception area and from the entrance to
the ship up to the Sun Deck.

Fitness Center

The Fitness Center hours of operation are generally from
6:00 am to 10:00 pm, but may be adjusted based on
each day’s program. Use of the fitness equipment is at
your own risk.

Front Desk

The Front Desk operates 24 hours a day. The Night Receptionist
will make hourly safety checks of the ship.

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Gift Shop

There is a gift shop onboard with a limited selection of toiletries,
souvenirs, and other sundries. All purchases are charged to your
shipboard account. The hours of operation are adjusted to each
day’s program.

Please note: No over-the-counter medications are available, in
accordance with European laws

Gratuities

Onboard: It is our goal to ensure that the service you receive
is as wonderful as the sites you visit. Gratuities are customary
expressions of appreciation for a job well done. The amount
of the gratuity you choose to give is entirely subject to your
satisfaction with your travel experience. To assist you in
determining the amount of your gratuities, we recommend
the following as a guideline:

e Ship staff and crew: €10 per guest, per day, to be shared
among all staff and crew
e Cruise Manager: €3 per guest, per day

e | ocal host or hostess for included or optional extensions:
€3 per guest, per day

e | ocal guides: from €1 per guest for a half-day tour to
€1 to €2 per guest for a full-day tour

e Drivers: €1 per guest, per day

Please note: € = Euro

The above is solely a guideline. The amount you give should

depend upon your personal experience and level of satisfaction.

Gratuities can be billed to onboard accounts and paid with a
credit card or cash (cash is accepted in Euro or USD only),
so please ensure that you have enough cash on hand for this
expense if paying by cash. Please note that personal checks

cannot be accepted.

Health and Hygiene

As part of our commitment to a clean, safe, and healthy
onboard environment, Uniworld practices a strict sanitization
protocol on our ships. To assist us in this important matter,
we kindly ask all guests to frequently wash their hands and to
consistently use the hand sanitizer machines when entering
the ship and when entering the Restaurant. The machines
are located just inside the main entrance to the ship and at
the entrance to the Restaurant. We thank you in advance for
your cooperation in this very important matter.

Ice Machine

For your convenience, a self-service ice machine is located on
each ship, and an ice bucket is provided in your stateroom.

Internet Facilities

Our Internet Corner allows you to send and receive emails
and to access the Internet using our computer stations. In
addition, you may use your own laptop computer to access
our Wireless Internet Service (Wi-Fi). Wi-Fi access is only
available in the Main Lounge and Captain’s Lounge. Use of
the Internet Corner and Wi-Fi service is complimentary.

Please note the Internet connection might not be available in
remote areas or when transiting locks. Expect the connectivity
speed to be slower than your home connection.

Key Cards

A magnetic key card will be issued to each guest at the time
of check-in. The key card can be used to open your stateroom
as well as the main entrance to the ship. On the River Beatrice
and River Ambassador, magnetic key cards are not used;
standard keys will be issued instead.

Laundry

A launderette containing a self-service washing machine, dryer,
and iron is available for your use (detergent is available for a
minimal fee at the Front Desk). There are no dry cleaning
facilities. The ship also provides washing, drying, and ironing
services for a fee.

Please note: there is no self-service launderette on the River
Ambassador.

Local and Onboard Money Matters

Currency in the following countries is the Euro: Austria, Belgium,
Germany, France, Slovakia, and the Netherlands.

The Euro comes in banknote denominations of 5, 10, 20, 50,
100, 200, and 500. One Euro is divided into 100 cents, and
coin denominations are 1, 2, 5, 10, 20, and 50 cent or 1 Euro
and 2 Euro.

Currency in Switzerland is the Swiss Franc. The Swiss Franc is
available in banknotes, which bear the value of 10, 20, 50,
100, 200, 500, or 1,000 Francs. International currencies can
be exchanged at banks and foreign exchange dealers while on
tour in Switzerland. You will need to show your passport as
proof of identity for foreign exchange transactions. All popular
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credit cards such as Visa, MasterCard and American Express
are accepted widely in shops, airports, railway stations, and
other payment centers across Switzerland.

Currency in Hungary is the Forint, which comes in banknote
denominations of 200, 500, 1,000, 2,000, 5,000, 10,000
and 20,000 Forints. Hotels, banks, and bureau de changes
can all be used for currency exchanges, along with some
restaurants, airports, railway stations, and travel agencies.
All currency exchange receipts should be retained in case they
need to be presented to officials. ATMs are available in most
towns, and the vast majority of international credit cards are
accepted in larger establishments.

Currency in the Czech Republic is the Koruna. Notes come in
denominations of 5,000, 2,000, 1,000, 500, 200, 100, 50
and 20. Bureau de changes are available nationwide, and
money can be exchanged in banks, at road border crossing
points, and by authorized dealers. ATMs are widespread
throughout the Czech Republic and most major international
credit and debit cards are accepted.

Currency in Serbia is the New Yugoslav Dinar. Notes come in
denominations of 5,000, 1,000, 200, 100, 50, 20, and 10.
Currency can be exchanged at bureau de changes and in
exchange machines in Belgrade. Traveler’s Checks are not
widely accepted and cash is recommended instead. ATMs
are available, though the number accepting international
credit and debit cards is low. Credit and debit cards may be
accepted in larger hotels and restaurants, though acceptance
is not widespread.

Currency in Romania is the Leu. Notes come in denominations
of 500, 100, 50, 10, 5, and 1. Currency can be exchanged at
banks and at authorized dealers, as well as in a lot of shops,
hotels, and restaurants. All receipts should be kept in case
they are required by customs or other officials. Traveler’s
Checks are accepted in larger hotels and banks, but not many
other places. To avoid additional charges, Traveler’s Checks
should be made out in US Dollars or Euro. ATMs are becoming
more popular, though they are not widespread. Credit and
debit cards may be accepted in larger hotels and restaurants,
though their use is not widespread. Currency in Bulgaria is the
Lev. The Lev is tied to the Euro at a fixed rate of 1 = Lev 1.955.
Notes are in denominations of 100, 50, 20, 10, 5, 2, and 1.
With the exception of some larger establishments in Sofia,
credit and debit cards are not universally accepted and cash
remains the preferred currency. However, ATMs are becoming
increasingly popular where Visa and MasterCard can be used
to withdraw cash. Money can also be exchanged in bureau de
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changes and banks. Lev notes dated 1997 and earlier are now
out of circulation, but unscrupulous money changers may offer
these, as well as advertise misleading exchange rates, so it is
advisable to only use official outlets.

Currency in Croatia is the Kuna. Notes come in denominations
of 1,000, 500, 200, 100, 50, 20, 10, and 5. Bureau de
changes are available across the country and money can be
exchanged in banks, at post offices and by authorized dealers.
Traveler’s Checks are accepted, though to avoid additional
conversion charges these should be in US Dollars, Pounds
Sterling, or Euro. ATMs are widespread throughout Croatia.
Visa and MasterCard are accepted.

Uniworld features a “cashless” environment onboard, and all
charges are billed directly to each guest’s shipboard account.
The onboard currency of our ships is the Euro. While onboard,
guests can sign for all purchases, and pay their balance at
the end of the cruise with a credit card, including American
Express, MasterCard, and Visa. Credit cards will be charged
in Euro. Please check with your bank before departing home.

Alternatively, if paying by cash, the currency accepted
onboard for settlement of final bills is the Euro or US Dollar
(total amount will be converted into US Dollars based on
the onboard exchange rate).

The ships do not have ATMs, but ATMs linked to major bank

networks can be found throughout Europe. Most debit or major

credit cards can be used for cash withdrawals ashore. Limited
currency exchange is available onboard for the exchange of cash
only. Credit cards cannot be accepted for money exchange.

All hotels and major tourist sites have exchange facilities.

Please note that currency-exchange transactions and ATM
cash withdrawals always involve transaction fees. It is always
best to inquire about the fee before exchanging any money.
ATMs will typically ask you if you accept the fee before
enabling the transaction.

Lounges

The Lounge provides spectacular, expansive views at every
turn. Relax in the comfort of soft chairs and sofas upholstered
in fine fabrics and leathers. Enjoy our full-service bar and dance
the night away to the piano tunes of our onboard musician.

The intimate Captain’s Lounge provides a delightful atmosphere
in which to read a book from our Library or to play cards or
games. The River Ambassador does not feature a Captain’s
Lounge, and the Library is integrated into the Main Lounge.
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The Patio Lounge offers a casual atmosphere with comfortable
chairs and tables. Complimentary coffee and tea are available
here 24 hours a day.

You'll find a pleasant, glass-enclosed Sky Lounge complete
with tables and chairs on the Sun Deck of many Uniworld
ships. Here, you can enjoy panoramic views of the river while
being completely sheltered from the elements. The River
Ambassador and River Beatrice do not have Sky Lounges but
feature partially covered Sun Decks, while the River Queen
has a fully open Sun Deck.

Corkage Fee: You are welcome to bring onboard the ship
alcoholic beverages that you bought onshore. These beverages
may be enjoyed in the staterooms and in the Restaurant free of
charge. However, if you would like to consume these beverages
in the Lounge or Bar areas, we will charge a €5.00 corkage
fee. If you received a bottle of wine or champagne that was
purchased through Uniworld as a bon voyage gift, you may
bring this beverage to the Lounge or Bar area to enjoy without
a corkage fee.

Mail
Stamps are available for purchase at the Front Desk. Mail
is posted daily unless local mail facilities are not available.

Mooring and Docking Facilities

Local river authorities allocate docking space around ship
arrivals and departures in port. Typically, river ships always
dock facing upstream, against the current. Occasionally port
conditions require ships to tie up alongside each other, in
which case guests may be required to walk through another
ship to get to their own ship. This is part of the river cruise
experience and is perfectly normal and beyond the control
of Uniworld. Guests may experience obstructed views from
staterooms when the ship is docked.

Safety Deposit Box

Each stateroom onboard and hotel room onshore comes
equipped with a safe. We urge you to leave valuable jewelry
at home. We are not responsible for any valuables left in your
stateroom. Any charge to return “lost and found” property
onboard will be at the owner’s expense. Please beware of
pickpockets when ashore.

Shopping

Time for shopping is usually but not always allowed for within
the framework of most of the sightseeing programs. Actual time
available for shopping may be limited due to tour constraints.
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Keep in mind that many shops in Europe may be closed on
Sundays and holidays. Shopping recommendations can be
made by your Cruise Manager and shipboard staff. Larger
stores accept most major credit cards. Market vendors and
small stores will usually only accept local currency. It is a
good idea to take a small amount of cash for on-the-spot
gratuities or for purchasing souvenirs or sundries.

Shore Excursions

Each cruise/tour program includes comprehensive shore
excursions led by a local English-speaking guide; these
excursions have been designed to provide you with the best
possible experience ashore. From time to time, we also
offer optional excursions designed to enhance the range
of sightseeing already included in your cruise program.
These optional excursions are available for purchase when
you are onboard the ship. Your Cruise Manager will provide
details about the reservation process at your Welcome
Briefing. All tours purchased onboard are billed to your
shipboard account and can be paid when settling your final
bill. Optional excursions are subject to cancellation if a
minimum number of participants is not met.

A complete day-by-day shore excursion itinerary is provided
in this booklet. Details for your particular itinerary can also
be found at uniworld.com.

Smoking

The ship enjoys a non-smoking environment in all public
areas and in the staterooms. Smoking is only allowed on
designated parts of the Sun Deck, which are marked on
the deck plan in your room directory.

Stateroom Amenities

Every riverview stateroom includes an individual thermostat
for air-conditioning and/or heat, a flat-screen TV, an internal
telephone, a safety deposit box, and a bathroom stocked with
L’'Occitane bath and body products, a luxurious bathrobe for
each guest, complimentary bottled water, a hair dryer, and an
umbrella. Electrical current is 220V, the European standard;
however, each stateroom has one 110V outlet. The majority of
staterooms have hotel beds that can be positioned separately
or together. Your stateroom will be serviced by your Stateroom
Attendant on a daily basis. Security and maintenance checks may
also be performed. Butler service is available in the Suites and
Owner’s Suite onboard the River Beatrice and S.S. Antoinette.
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Sun Deck Access

For safety reasons, access to the Sun Deck or Sky Lounge may
be limited during the Main-Danube-Canal transit, while passing
through areas with low bridges, and during inclement weather.

Visa Requirements

No visas are required for US or Canadian citizens on most of
the itineraries shown in this book. Non-US or non-Canadian
citizens must contact each consulate of the country or
countries to be visited for specific requirements. However,
US and Canadian citizens will need a Turkish visa if traveling
to Istanbul. Canadian citizens may also need a Czech visa for
travel to the Czech Republic. More information for US citizens
and Canadian citizens can also be found at uniworld.com in
the “Before You Go” section.

Obtaining and carrying the proper documents, including
passports, is the sole responsibility of the guest. Uniworld
will not be responsible for any delays, damages, and/or
losses, including missed portions of your cruise/tour, that
are related to improper travel documentation. All guests are
strongly advised to obtain necessary visas well in advance
to avoid unnecessary expedited-processing charges.

Whenever using a visa service, it is highly recommended
that you provide the service with a copy of your entire travel
itinerary. There are times when multiple-entry visas may be
required or there are restrictions to entering one country from
another depending on your nationality. If the service does not
have your full itinerary, this may result in improperly issued
documentation.

Visitors

Visitors are generally not permitted onboard the ship and
are not allowed to join any shore excursions. Please make
arrangements to meet your friends and relatives onshore.

Water

The tap water in each stateroom is safe for drinking.
The ship has been outfitted with a sophisticated filtration
system. In addition, bottled water is provided in your
stateroom for your comfort.

Weather

Today, weather forecasts are widely available at the click of
a button on the Internet. Uniworld’s favorite resource for
up-to-the-minute international weather is weather.com.
Weather.com features a very informative vacation-planner
tool that you may find useful.

What to Wear

Prepare for a variety of weather conditions depending on your
travel season and the regions you will be cruising through.
Layering clothing items is always your best bet, as this allows
you to adjust to any temperature, including artificially
maintained temperatures, by removing or adding items
throughout the day.

Comfortable, sporty, smart-casual daywear is appropriate both
onshore and onboard. Everyday slacks, khakis, walking shorts,
and everyday skirts/dresses are recommended. For warmer
temperatures, we suggest lightweight clothing that can be
layered, such as a mix of sweaters, lightweight knit shirts,
slacks, and walking shorts. For early spring and late fall
departures, you'll find sweatshirts, heavier cotton or wool tops
and long-sleeved shirts, and corduroy or heavy khaki pants
perfectly suitable. Mix-and-match color schemes work best to
help keep baggage light. You will participate in a significant
amount of walking over uneven terrain during your time ashore.
We recommend comfortable walking shoes with good ankle
support. Sturdy sandals are another good option.

For evenings, any resort-type wear is perfectly suitable;
however, we do ask that you not wear shorts to dinner. Men
may want to bring one sport jacket for dressier restaurant
venues in places such as Paris and for special events onboard
such as the Captain’s Welcome and Farewell festivities.
Women find that a cocktail dress or two always come in
handy no matter the destination.

Don’t forget to pack a lightweight, waterproof jacket
(preferably hooded), or even a heavier-weight windbreaker
for colder temperatures.

Rarely does a city live up to its reputation the way Paris
does. Europe’s capital of style gracefully combines an ultra-
cosmopolitan culture with the charms of a centuries-old village.
This morning you can choose between two wonderful tours that
will introduce you to the many delights that Paris has to offer.
Then, this afternoon, you can enjoy free time in the city or you
can join us on optional excursions to the awe-inspiring palace
and legendary gardens of Versailles. In the evening, why not
toast Paris’s spectacular cabaret scene with dinner and a
celebratory show at the legendary Moulin Rouge?

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Paris city tour

This panoramic tour of Paris will introduce you to the city’s
most beloved attractions. Your first stop is the magnificent
Palais Garnier, also known as Opéra Garnier. This opulent
Neo-Baroque opera house was inaugurated in 1875 and still
plays host to the companies of the National Opera and Ballet.

From here you’ll move on to the sophisticated square of Place
Vendbme, which is distinguished by designer salons, hotels, and
the Venddme Column, topped by a statue of Napoleon. You’ll
then come upon the world’s largest museum and palace, the
Louvre. The ultra-modern glass pyramid designed by .M. Pei
marks the entrance to the nearly half-mile-long classical edifice.

Crossing the Tle de la Cité at Pont Notre Dame, you'll arrive
at the Quartier Latin (Latin Quarter)—the intellectual heart
of Paris. The local expert onboard your motorcoach will share
insights about the district’s famous Sorbonne (University of
Paris) and the Panthéon, the Neoclassical church and burial
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place of luminaries such as Jean-Jacques Rousseau and
Voltaire. You can contemplate the lives of these great
philosophers in the nearby Jardin du Luxembourg (Luxemburg
Garden). Feel free to meander around the 59-acre (24-hectare)
public gardens and admire the beautiful sculptures on display.

Then re-board your motorcoach and head to the Ecole Militaire,
an impressive complex of buildings that houses military
higher-education facilities and a museum. You’ll have a chance
to photograph Paris’s most iconic structure—the 1,000-foot-
tall (304-m-tall) Tour Eiffel (Eiffel Tower)—from the manicured
promenade of the Champs de Mars. From here, you'll cross the
lovely Seine via one of the most stunning bridges in Paris, Pont
Alexandre IIl. Once across, you’ll be sure to spot the largest
glass ceiling in France, which graces the Grand Palais, a major
exhibition hall. Next door is the Grand’s demure sister, the
Petit Palais, which hosts the city’s Musée des Beaux-Arts
(Museum of Fine Arts).

In Paris’s eighth district you'll see the Arc de Triomphe, which
was commissioned by Napoleon to celebrate the 128 victories
of his Grande Armée. You'll then head down the grand avenue
of Paris, the Champs-Elysées. The famed boulevard comes to
its eastern end at the Place de la Concorde, where you can
take in the red granite obelisk from Luxor, Egypt, or simply
enjoy the variety of fountains located here. You can then take
the motorcoach back to the hotel or explore the Musée d’Orsay
on your own.

Note: The Paris city tour may occasionally be conducted in a different
order due to operational considerations.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Exclusive “Heart of
Paris: Opéra Garnier to Comédie-Francaise” walking tour

This intimate walking tour of Paris will provide you with an
up-close look at the wonders that line the route leading from
the Palais Garnier to the Comédie-Francaise. You’'ll set off
with your guide along the Rue Laffitte, which provides an
excellent view of the Basilique du Sacré-Cceur (Basilica of
the Sacred Heart) sitting high atop Montmartre hill.

Your first stop is the magnificent Palais Garnier, also known as
Opéra Garnier. This opulent Neo-Baroque hall plays host to the
companies of the National Opera and Ballet. As you circle the
theater with your guide, you’ll hear about the tortured history
of its construction—a history that inspired (and features
prominently in) Gaston Leroux’s Phantom of the Opera.
You’ll then enter the theater and take in its lavish interior
adornments. You’ll have time to pop into the gift shop to
pick up a souvenir of your visit to this magnificent site.
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Then you’ll head back out onto the Paris streets, where
you’ll both see and hear about Baron Georges Haussmann’s
mid-19th-century alterations to the Paris cityscape. Charged
by Napoleon Il with the modernization of Paris, Haussmann
molded the city into a geometric grid, dividing it into districts
and instituting wider streets, taller buildings, and modernized
plumbing. Haussmann and his team of architects also built
many new public buildings and shopping arcades; their
marked preference for Neoclassical style resulted in a
unification of the architectural facades of the city. Rather
than treating individual buildings as independent structures,
street blocks were designed as homogeneous architectural
wholes, creating the unified urban landscape you see
throughout much of Paris today.

Stroll into the Jardin du Palais Royal (Garden of the Royal
Palace). Commissioned by Cardinal de Richelieu in 1633,
the Palais Royal housed France’s royal families until the
completion of Versailles. This is a hidden haven where locals
come to relax, play, and read.

Your final stop is the Comédie-Frangaise, home to one of
the few state theaters in France. The theater company has a
history dating back to the 1670s, and the Comédiens-Francais
have been performing the plays of master French playwright
Moliére for over three centuries.

You'll walk back to the hotel, passing the Bibliothéque Nationale
de France (National Library of France)—which houses over 30
million items and is the designated repository of all literary
works that are published in France—and the Neoclassical La
Bourse de Paris (Paris Stock Exchange Building) along your way.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Palace and gardens of Versailles

During the ride to Versailles, an expert local guide will share
the history of the palace and its royal inhabitants. Once you
enter the Hall of Mirrors, you will see why Versailles established
the standard for palatial opulence throughout Europe. Seventeen
impressive beveled mirrors reflect the glamour of the hall lit
by seventeen arched windows and resplendent chandeliers.
The treaty ending WWI was signed in this exquisite corridor.

The Grands Appartements showcase the king and queen’s
suite of salons, each of which was dedicated to a Roman
deity. The royal décor of each room is complemented by a
masterful ceiling painting. The Queen’s Bedchamber still
looks much the way it did when Marie-Antoinette left it in
1789, fleeing the revolutionaries. The King’s Bedchamber
has resided in the exact center of the palace since 1701,
since the reign of the Sun King, Louis XIV.
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The Royal Chapel, where kings attended daily mass, gleams
with its astonishing gilded brass altar and white marble
interior. To experience all the grandeur of Versailles requires
a walk through its royal gardens, which include 250 acres
(101 hectares) of pristine lawns, awe-inspiring fountains, and
lush forest. The grounds surround the Grand Canal, which
boasts a 4-mile (6.5-km) perimeter. You'll have time to explore
the magnificent gardens before returning to your hotel.

Note: On certain dates, Versailles Palace and Gardens may be closed
and a tour to the Louvre will be offered in its place.

Rouge with dinner

Featuring rowdy squeals, boisterous rhythms, and skirts
lifted high in the air to reveal dancers’ legs and frilly panties,
the French cancan is a unique—and uniquely entertaining—
musical event. Montmartre’s Moulin Rouge is no doubt the
most famous cancan cabaret in the world, and over its
120-year history it has attracted princes, illustrious artists,
and many ordinary patrons. Beautiful, lively, and festive, the
show constantly reinvents itself, though always keeping
the cancan on the dance menu. Sit back and enjoy your
dinner and champagne while the glamorous girls and larger-
than-life spectacle delight you.

Today is yours to explore the “City of Light” at your own pace.
Maybe you’'d like to spend more time discovering Paris’s most
iconic sights: the Eiffel Tower, Place de la Concorde, Musée
d’Orsay, or the Palais de Justice. Perhaps you'd like to further
explore the official heart of the city: Cathédrale Notre Dame
(Notre Dame Cathedral), the location from which distances

in France are traditionally measured. Take in the magnificent
Gothic cathedral’s flying buttresses, gruesome gargoyles,
and soaring stained glass windows. Spend time on the famed
Rive Gauche (Left Bank) or in the Louvre. On your last full
day in this historic and memorable city, you’ll have time to
meander through the city’s squares, peruse its shop windows,
and perhaps take a seat at one of its classic café terraces.

Alternatively, you might join us on a delightful visit to Monet’s
home in his beloved village of Giverny.
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Irresistible Optional Excursion: Monet’s Giverny with lunch

The Seine River Valley’s unique light kept Monet in residence
here for more than 40 years, until his death in 1926. The
village and gardens surrounding his home in Giverny frequently
inspired the subject matter of his paintings. It was after the
move to Giverny that Monet began his famous series of
paintings involving haystacks, cathedrals, and water lilies.
You’ll explore Monet’s house, furnished as it was when the
leader of the Impressionist school lived here, complete with
his precious collection of Japanese engravings. As you stroll
through the gardens, you’ll see the famed Japanese bridge
and garden shaded by weeping willows, with its pond still full
of the water lilies that graced some of his masterworks.

Then you’ll enjoy lunch at the romantic Moulin de Fourges.
Set along the water inside an old river mill, this enchanting
restaurant boasts rustic ambience and impeccable cuisine

a mere stone’s throw from Monet’s gardens.

Day 4 | Paris, transfer to Trier/Konz BB, D ; @
Featured Excursion: Trier city tour () =

Today, you will leave the “City of Light” behind, but exciting
adventures await you in Trier, Germany, your gateway to the
lovely Moselle River. After breakfast, a motorcoach will take
you on a scenic drive through the historic Champagne region
of northeast France as you journey from Paris to Trier, where
your ship will be waiting for you. Not only is Trier the oldest
city in Germany, but in ancient times it was also the largest
Roman settlement north of the Alps. In fact, Trier (or Augusta
Treverorum, as the Romans called it) was one of the three
capitals of the Western Roman Empire, and six emperors
reigned from here. Today, Trier is honored as an UNESCO
World Heritage Site.

Upon arrival in Trier, you’ll have the option to continue
immediately on to the ship or to first take a tour of this
lovely German city with an expert local guide. Start your
walking tour with a visit to the Konstantinbasilika (Basilica of
Constantine), which was built by Emperor Constantine in 306
AD. All that remains of the once-magnificent structure is the
throne room. It is the largest surviving single-room structure
from Roman times in Germany. The basilica features two
tiers of windows with high-rising arches that still show some
of the original wall paintings. The throne platform was
converted to an altar as the building became the Protestant
Church of St. Savior in 1856.

Next, you’ll make your way to Dom St. Peter (St. Peter’s
Cathedral), home to the Holy Tunic, a robe said to have been
worn by Jesus around the time of his crucifixion. You’ll proceed
from there to the Hauptmarkt (Market Square), which is full
of charming shops and wine cafés. Your final stop is at Porta
Nigra (Black Gate), the best-preserved Roman city gate north
of the Alps. The sandstone blocks of the Black Gate are the
last remnants of the wall that used to surround Trier. A
motorcoach will pick you up at the end of the tour and take
you to the ship for embarkation.

An invigorating walking tour of Bernkastel in the morning will
be followed by a lunch onboard; after lunch you’ll get to
choose between two splendid ways to journey to Traben-
Trarbach. You can enjoy scenic sailing onboard your ship, or
you can take an optional bicycle tour along the gorgeous
Moselle. Either way, you’ll arrive in Traben-Trarbach to indulge
in a wine tasting with a local vintner.

After breakfast, an expert guide will meet you pier-side in
Bernkastel and lead you through the city streets to the
Bernkasteler Doctor, the most famous Riesling vineyard
along the Moselle. Local legend has it that, hundreds of
years ago, the wine from this estate brought a man back
from the brink of death. In the maze of Bernkastel’s narrow
alleys, you’ll see many of the region’s famous half-timbered
houses. The Slate Tower and Marktplatz (Market Square)
make up one of the loveliest central squares in Germany.
Clustered around early-17th-century St. Michaelsbrunnen
(St. Michael’s Fountain) are particularly well-preserved
Renaissance-era buildings. You’ll also have some free time
to shop before heading back to the ship.

After lunch onboard, either sit back and relax on your ship’s
panoramic deck as you sail past some of the steepest vineyards
in Europe, or hop aboard a bike to take in the same majestic
scenery in a more dynamic manner while cycling from
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Bernkastel to Traben-Trarbach. As the Moselle River twists
this way and that through the gorgeous countryside, you'll
encounter new scenic wonders around every bow and bend.

Once in Traben-Trarbach, you'll take a short stroll to Weingut
Emert, a family-owned winery whose Moselle vineyards
produce 40,000 bottles of wine per year. At the winery,
you will be greeted by owner and cellar master Axel Emert
or a member of his family. While still outside, you’ll learn
about the grape varieties that flourish along the Moselle, as
well as vital elements of viniculture such as vine-trimming
techniques. Your next stop will be in the Vinorellum, the
old vaulted cellar made picturesque by its stalactites and
decorative wood barrels. The cellar’s educational exhibits
reveal time-tested vintners’ secrets.

Then it’s time for the wine tasting! You will take a seat with
the other guests at long benches and tables, and the vintner
will present four of his own wines to you, describing the
features of each pour and elaborating on the different grapes
that produced them. When you're finished with the tasting,
you’ll have time for shopping and picture taking.

The rest of the day is yours to do with as you please. Delve
into the heart of Traben-Trarbach, a charming town that was
once the second-largest wine-trading center in Europe (after
Bordeaux). The beautiful Art Nouveau houses that line the
river are the former homes of the city’s “Riesling Barons”
and are well worth a closer look.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Bicycle tour along the
Moselle River

For a truly memorable look at the beauty of this flourishing wine
region, take part in a bike tour through the lush countryside
along the Moselle River. You’ll journey outside of the old city
walls of Bernkastel, past the area’s picturesque vineyards, and
end up in Traben-Trarbach. As you enter Traben-Trarbach,
admire the distinctive architecture of the Art Nouveau houses
lining the river, which provide lasting evidence of the wealth
the wine trade brought to the “Riesling Barons.” You can bike
right up to Weingut Emert for your tour and wine tasting.

A special Captain’s Welcome Gala will be prepared for you
this evening.
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Day 6 | Koblenz, cruising the romantic Rhine River,
Ridesheim [/ BB, L, D

Breathtaking scenery and captivating history await you around
every corner today as you explore Koblenz and its picturesque
surroundings in the morning, sail the Upper Middle Rhine
Valley during the afternoon, and set out to discover the winding,
cobblestone streets and charming shops of Ridesheim in the
evening. Additionally, this morning brings with it two unique
sightseeing opportunities: you may choose to descend on
Koblenz on foot for a panoramic walking tour of the town, or
you can pay a visit to Marksburg Castle. Either way, two
charming German towns and all the glories of the romantic
Rhine await you today.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Koblenz walking tour

After arriving in Koblenz, you will follow local guides on a
pleasant stroll into the heart of this Medieval town that lies
at the confluence of the Moselle and Rhine rivers. As you
wind through the charming, narrow alleys and streets, you’ll
notice that their names—such as Jesuitenplatz (Jesuit's
Square) and Miinzplatz (Old Mint Square)—are indicative of
the types of buildings surrounding the public squares. The
13th-century basilica Liebfrauenkirche (Church of Our Lady)
sits at the highest promontory in Old Town, while St. Castor’s
is hailed as the oldest and largest church in the area. Koblenz
is also known for its whimsical and rather amusing fountains,
including the Schangelbrunnen (Spitting Boy), dedicated to
the city’s children. Above the Deutsches Eck (German Corner),
you can see a stunning panorama of the rivers’ confluence;
you’ll also see one of the largest of the Rhine River fortresses—
mighty Festung Ehrenbreitstein (Ehrenbreitstein Fortress)—
on the opposite hillside. After the tour, you’ll have some
free time to wander through the city on your own or take

a breathtaking aerial cable car ride across the Rhine up to
Fortress Ehrenbreitstein for spectacular views of German
Corner and the Middle Rhine Valley.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Marksburg Castle visit

Marksburg Castle, the only hill castle on the Rhine that has
never been destroyed, hovers above the town of Braubach.
Continuously inhabited since the 12th century, the castle
boasts an ever-evolving fagade marked by an unusually
slender, towering keep.
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You will board a motorcoach in Koblenz for a short journey
to this hilltop fortress whose name originates from the
Kapellenturm (chapel tower) dedicated to St. Mark. Your tour
of the castle will begin at the base of the “Riders Stairway,”
a staircase carved out of the rock and named for the horsemen
who utilized it. As you step inside the castle, you will be
transported back in time to the Middle Ages—in front of the
Great Hall, notice the batteries that date back to the 30 Years’
War. Fascinating (and sometimes bizarre) historical details
await you in every room of the castle: the Great Banquet
Hall comes complete with a garderobe (Medieval toilet)
integrated into the wall, while the former stables house the
castle’s collection of torture devices that would have

been used in a typical Folterkammer (torture chamber).

Be sure not to miss the Medieval herb garden filled with
160 plants—some used in the Middle Ages for medicinal
purposes, and others supposedly favored by witches—or

the Ristkammer (armory) with its impressive collection

of personal armor dating from 600 BC to 1500 AD.

Following your tour of Marksburg Castle, you will board a
motorcoach and return to the ship.

Whether you participated in the Koblenz walking tour or the
visit to Marksburg Castle, you will depart from Koblenz after
lunch and sail along one of the most beautiful sections of
the Rhine River, the scenic 40 miles (65 km) of the Upper
Middle Rhine Valley. Designated a UNESCO World Heritage
Site, the Rhine River Valley between Koblenz and Riidesheim
features a stunning landscape that embodied a romantic spirit,
later dubbed “Rhine Romanticism,” that provided inspiration
to many esteemed 19th-century poets, composers, and
painters—including Richard Wagner and J.M.W. Turner. Here,
historical monuments have been preserved in a quantity and
density that can be found almost nowhere else in Europe.

Enjoy the natural and cultural highlights of the region from
the perfect vantage of your ship’s panoramic deck. Just as you
leave Koblenz, you'll sail by Deutsches Eck (German Corner)
with its historic monument to Emperor William 1. Before
reaching Rudesheim in the early evening, you’ll pass the
famous Lorelei rock.

Rudesheim has a long history dating back to Roman times
and is considered one of the most charming of the Rhine
Valley ports of call. The town is famous for its long avenue of
shops and wine bars, called the Drosselgasse, as well as its
impressive Niederwald Monument. Stroll into town with your
Cruise Manager and explore the city center with its twisty
cobblestone streets. The town has plenty of shops, taverns,
and wine bars in which you can look for souvenirs or sample
Rheingau Rieslings.
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Day 7 ‘ Offenbach (Heidelberg), Aschaffenburg BB, D

Featured Excursion: Full-day tour of Heidelberg with castle
visit @) F¥ 5

In the morning you will arrive in Offenbach, a small Main River
town just outside Frankfurt, before setting off for your tour
of Heidelberg. This perfectly preserved Baroque city is nestled
in the Neckar River Valley along Germany’s Castle Road.
Mark Twain, describing the view from Heidelberger Schloss
(Heidelberg Castle) in 1878, wrote, “l have never enjoyed a
view which had such a serene and satisfying charm about it
as this one gives.”

Your tour of Heidelberg will begin with a walk up to the castle
ruins, where you’ll be guided through the castle’s courtyard.
Then you will have an opportunity to roam freely around the
castle and take pictures. Take time to see the world’s largest
wine barrel, the “Heidelberg Tun,” made in 1751 and able to
hold 58,100 gallons (220,000 1) of wine.

After the castle visit, you’ll ride into downtown Heidelberg. As
you stroll through Altstadt (Old Town), you'll see the late-Gothic
Heiliggeistkirche (Holy Spirit Church) and the Studentenkarzer
(Student’s Prison), where students were placed when they did
something against the rules (like drinking at night!). You'll
have some free time to enjoy lunch and explore the rest of
the area. Grab a seat at a café in Marktplatz (Market Square)
and watch the flow of people around the central square. Stroll
down one of the longest pedestrian streets in Germany, the
Hauptstrasse. Admire the beautiful Madonna statue of the
Kornmarkt or the regal, late-Renaissance house of Zum Ritter
St. Georg (Knight St. George). The botanical gardens of the
Universitat Heidelberg (University of Heidelberg), which was
founded in 1386 and is the oldest university in Germany,
are quite impressive as well. There are also plenty of ancient
alleys and bustling squares lined with cafés, fountains, and
statues to enjoy, all serenely enveloped by the lush, wooded
foothills surrounding the town.

After spending the day here, you’ll agree that Heidelberg

has truly retained its copious Renaissance and romantic-era
charms. At the end of the tour, you will be transported to
the Bavarian city of Aschaffenburg, where you will re-board
the ship.
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Day S‘Miltenberg, cruising the Main River BB, L, D
Featured Excursion: Miltenberg walking tour (<)

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Mespelbrunn Castle visit

Your journey along this majestic section of the Main begins
with a visit to Miltenberg, a Medieval town with winding streets
and leaning houses that look as if they’ve come right out of
the pages of a German fairytale. Miltenberg is protected by
two gates: the six-story Wurzburger Tor to the east, facing
Wirzburg, and the Mainzer Tor to the west, facing Mainz.
Once in the Engelsplatz (New Square); you'll see one of the
oldest inns in Germany, the Haus zum Riesen Hotel (formerly
the Royal Inn). Originally built in the 12th century, it has
hosted royal dignitaries for hundreds of years. The Crooked
House is also a must-see among Miltenberg’s charming 14th-
and 15th-century half-timbered houses. The tour will end at
the Schnatterloch gate tower in the central marketplace,
where you can find the perfect souvenir or delicious vintage
wine at the 500-year-old tavern known locally as the
Weinhaus (Wine House).

You can spend the rest of the morning at leisure in Miltenberg,
or you can accompany us on an optional journey to the
beautiful moated castle of Mespelbrunn.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Mespelbrunn Castle visit

Enjoy views of charming hamlets, rolling hills, and the beech
forests of Spessart Woods on your motorcoach ride to Schloss
Mespelbrunn (Mespelbrunn Castle). This wasserschloss (water
castle) looks like it has been lifted straight out of a fairytale
like Sleeping Beauty. Take in the memorable image of the
romantic castle reflected in the waters of its moat; because
it is tucked so securely into the Spessart Woods, the castle
is perfectly preserved and has never been the victim of
wartime damage.

The original structure was a simple house that didn’t become
a true castle—complete with tower walls and moat—until
1427. Today, the castle’s owners, the counts of Ingelheim,
continue to call the southern wing home; a portion of the
castle is open to the public, however, allowing visitors a look
inside the life of Medieval and Renaissance noble families.

After your tour of the castle you'll return to the ship for lunch.

The ship will depart Miltenberg in the early afternoon, and
your three-river adventure will continue to historic Wirzburg.

Beautiful Wirzburg is the capital of Lower Franconia and has
positioned itself as the center of Franconian wine production.
Today you will visit the extraordinary Wirzburg Residenz,

one of the most opulent Baroque palaces in Europe. A short
motorcoach ride will deliver you to the 300-room Residenz,
which was constructed in the 18th century over a period of
60 years. Once home to the prince-bishops of the Schonborn
family, today the palace and gardens are a designated UNESCO
World Heritage Site. Inside the palace, the grandiose entrance
stair hall boasts a ceiling fresco—the world’s largest—of the
four continents by the Venetian painter Giovanni Battista
Tiepolo. Check out both the spectacular Hall of Mirrors and
the imposing Imperial Hall, which boasts a large oval dome
and twenty half columns. Then stroll through the estate’s
breathtaking gardens, which include an orangery, a kitchen
garden, and topiary fruit trees.

You'll have some free time in Wirzburg before lunch. Explore
the central market square and local shops. Admire the
Romanesque Wirzburg Cathedral, which was built in 1040
and dedicated to Saint Kilian, the apostle of Franconia. Or
check out Old City Hall and the 15th-century Old Main
Bridge, which is adorned with statues of saints.

As the ship sets sail around lunch time, you can choose
spend the afternoon unwinding onboard or you can journey
to historic Rothenburg on an Irresistible Optional Excursion.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Half-day tour of Rothenburg

Visiting Rothenburg (also known as Rothenburg ob der Tauber)
is like taking a trip back in time to the Middle Ages. Much of
the town has been preserved over the last 600 years and the
old city walls still stand, protecting Rothenburg’s charming

core of Gothic churches and gabled houses.

You’ll enjoy a box lunch on your way to Rothenburg. Upon
arrival in town, local guides will lead you to Marktplatz (Market
Square) for a tour of this Medieval gem. Timber-framed houses
line the narrow streets, which themselves hide tiny village
squares—each with its own fountain. You’ll see the magnificent
Rathaus (Town Hall) with its touches of Gothic, Renaissance,
and Baroque architecture. The Gothic Franziskanerkirche
(Franciscan Church) is revered for its famous altarpiece
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depicting the stigmatization of St. Francis. It’s an early work
of the artist Tilman Riemenschneider, one of the greatest
sculptors of the Middle Ages, who worked in neighboring
Wiirzburg from 1483 until his death in 1531. He was one of
the most prolific and versatile Medieval sculptors, a master
of alabaster, sandstone, and marble.

There are plenty of shopping opportunities for handmade crafts
and souvenirs, as well as gifts for the holiday that it’s never

too early to shop for—Christmas! Rothenburg hosts the original
Kathe Wohlfahrt Christmas Store; this location also features

a delightful museum that displays vintage toys from as early

as the 17th century. After finding some great gifts, you’ll head
back to the ship, which is waiting for you in Kitzingen.

Day 10’Bamberg BB, L M

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Bamberg beer experience

Spend the morning on the peaceful Main, cruising past quiet
Franconian hamlets and picturesque countryside. In the early
afternoon, your ship will dock at the UNESCO World Heritage
city of Bamberg, which has one of Europe’s largest intact
Old Town centers.

Like Rome, Bamberg is built on seven hills—but in Bamberg
there’s a church atop each hill. During the Middle Ages,
Bamberg divided itself into two towns that were separated by
the Regnitz River—one for the prince-bishop, and the other
for the burghers. During your panoramic tour of the city,
you’ll learn how this division impacted the Altes Rathaus
(Old Town Hall). This Gothic edifice was built on a tiny island
in the middle of the Regnitz River to serve both the secular
and non-secular sides of town.

Along the banks of the river resides Klein Venedig (Little
Venice), a fishermen’s colony that dates back to the 19th
century. Local guides will walk you through the Medieval
alleyways of the Old Town to the Kaiserdom (Imperial
Cathedral). Founded in 1012, it was completed in the 13th
century in the late-Romanesque style. The cathedral houses
the tombs of Emperor Henry 1l and Pope Clement Il—the
only papal tomb in Germany. Passing through Cathedral
Square, you’ll come upon two beautiful palaces. The Alte
Hofhaltung (Old Palace), the late-Gothic imperial residence,
sits across from the lovely rose garden of the Neue Residenz
(New Palace), where the 17th-century prince-bishops lived.
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You’ll visit the Neue Residenz’s rose garden, which affords a
splendid view of Old Town and the surrounding countryside.
The garden is bordered with clipped lime tress and features
a dainty garden pavilion, which was completed in 1757. In
summer, the garden is filled with the intoxicating fragrance
and color of nearly 4,500 blooms spread over 70 beds.

As you descend from Domplatz (Cathedral Square) back
toward Old Town Hall, you’ll pass Schlenkerla—Bamberg’s
most famous brewery, which is known for its smoked beer—
and the antique dealers’ quarter. When the tour concludes,
you’ll have plenty of time to shop for antiques on your own
or venture into the Old Town Hall to explore its interior before
heading back to the ship.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Bamberg beer experience

Bambergers love their beer, and this tour will introduce you
to the ins and outs of that beloved local brew. Known as a
paradise for beer lovers, Bamberg boasts 10 breweries in a
city of fewer than 100,000 people. The breweries produce
more than 50 distinctive styles, including the famous smoked
beer, Rauchbier. A specialty of Bamberg, Rauchbier’s
characteristic taste is achieved by kilning the malt over a
beechwood fire. Brewmasters have been perfecting their
craft in Bamberg for almost 1,000 years, which is why the
city sets the standard for German beer.

A local guide will take you to Klosterbrau, a traditional family-
owned brewery open since 1533. The brewmaster will give
you a tour of the brewing cycle, including a sampling of three
different beers: dark, brown, and pilsner. Then it will be time
for some Franconian fare and smoky malt Rauchbier at an
Old Town brewpub.

A special Captain’s Farewell Dinner will be prepared for you
this evening.

Day 11 |[Nuremberg BB, L, D

In the early morning, the ship will have docked in Nuremberg,
an archetypal German Medieval city enriched by defensive
walls and red-roofed buildings. Nuremberg is the second
largest city in Bavaria and home to world-renowned
gingerbread, called lebkuchen, and tiny, piquant sausages.
Nuremberg enjoyed its status as a free-town of the Holy
Roman Empire beginning in 1219 and, like many such cities,
prospered greatly, attracting a number of artists and
intellectuals who made it one of the cultural centers of Europe.
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There’s much to see in Nuremberg, and you have the entire
day at your leisure to explore. Ask your Cruise Manager for
suggestions. See historical sites, wander through museums,
and try some of the delicious sausages or gingerbread. A
motorcoach will be provided to take you from the ship to town.

Also today, some of your fellow passengers will be leaving the
ship to return home, and some new passengers will be coming
onboard. Please offer them a warm welcome as you meet them
during the welcome briefing.

Day 12 ‘ Roth (Nuremberg), cruising the Main-Danube Canal

This morning you’ll get to choose between two memorable
ways of exploring Nuremberg. You can hop aboard a
motorcoach for a guided panoramic city tour, or you can
accompany a local guide to the city’s most important WWII
sites, including the enormous Documentation Center Nazi Party
Rally Grounds—the actual site of the Nazi party rallies. The
choice is yours.

Your ship will depart Roth after lunch and will take you on an
exciting journey through a marvel of modern engineering—the
Main-Danube Canal. This formidable set of locks allows ships
of all shapes and sizes to readily travel from Amsterdam to the
shores of the Black Sea.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Nuremberg city tour

Board a motorcoach after breakfast onboard and set off to see
the best of Nuremberg, the second-largest city in Bavaria.
The city enjoyed the status of a free town of the Holy Roman
Empire beginning in 1219 and, like many such places,
prospered greatly—so much so that during the days before,
during, and after the Renaissance, Nuremberg attracted a
number of artists and intellectuals, making it one of the
cultural centers of Europe.

No one can visit Nuremberg without acknowledging a dark
chapter from the city’s 20th-century history, when Nuremberg
was the reluctant regional headquarters of the Nazi Party.
You will see the Reichsparteitagsgelande (Nazi Party Rally
Grounds) where filmmaker Leni Riefenstahl immortalized Hitler
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during his infamous parades and rallies, and the unfinished
Roman coliseum, Kongresshalle (Congress Hall).

As you ride around Nuremberg, hearing fascinating details
about the history of the city from your guide, you’ll be amazed
by how many of its Medieval fortifications still exist; gateway
towers rise up periodically along the rampart walls around the
city. At the crown of the Altstadt (Old Town) stand the three
complexes of the Kaiserburg (Imperial Castle). All kaisers and
kings of the Holy Roman Empire resided in the castle from
1050-1571. You will stroll through the castle gardens and
enjoy breathtaking views of the city. From here, you’ll walk
into Old Town. Just as people have done for centuries, you'll
gather around the stone pyramid of the Schéner Brunnen
(Beautiful Fountain), which dates back to 1396 and is located
in front of Frauenkirche (Church of Our Lady) in the center of
the Hauptmarkt (Market Square). You'll then have free time
to enjoy Nuremberg on your own. Explore the pedestrian zone
and Nuremberg’s excellent high street shops, or indulge in
some of the city’s famous gingerbread from a local store.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Nuremberg WWII
historical tour with Documentation Center visit

You’ll board the motorcoach waiting pier-side and drive to the
Reichsparteitagsgelande (Nazi Party Rally Grounds). Here, you'll
step out of the coach to view the grandstand and listen to the
historical narration of your guide, who will explain the context
and use of these grounds. At nearly 7 miles (11 km) square,
these massive rally grounds were intended to be an impressive
background against which the Nazis could demonstrate their
power during parades and other public gatherings, including the
party’s annual convention, which nearly one million Germans
were ordered to attend.

You’ll re-board your coach and continue on to the unfinished
Roman coliseum, Kongresshalle (Congress Hall), which was
designed by the National Socialists to hold 50,000 spectators.
Upon arrival you’ll disembark the coach and enter the
Documentation Center, which is located in the north wing of
Congress Hall. You’ll have about an hour to explore the large
permanent exhibition “Fascination and Terror,” which looks
at the causes, context, and consequences of the National
Socialist reign of terror, focusing on topics that have a direct
link to Nuremberg.

Then you’ll head to the newly opened Nuremberg Trials
Memoriam, which includes Courtroom 600—venue of
the Nuremberg Trials that were so instrumental in

forging our current ideals of international criminal law.
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The Nuremberg Trials represented the first time in history
that representatives of a state had to answer for war
crimes and crimes against humanity.

Your tour will end in Old Town, where you’ll stroll to the stone
pyramid of the Schéner Brunnen (Beautiful Fountain), which
is located in front of Frauenkirche (Church of Our Lady) in
the center of the Hauptmarkt (Market Square).

Note: Courtroom 600 is an active court. Visitors will only be
permitted to see the courtroom during trial breaks.

Day 13 |Regensburg BB, L, D
Featured Excursion: Regensburg walking tour () ¥

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Scenic Danube Gorge and
Weltenburg Abbey visit (3) [¥ 52

Awaken in charming Regensburg. An unspoiled gem,
Regensburg is a friendly town with quaint cobblestone
streets, historic Roman remnants, and a UNESCO World
Heritage-designated Medieval city center. It was the capital
of Bavaria for about 700 years, from the 6th to the 13th
centuries. The remnants of Regensburg’s Golden Age are
still on display, particularly in the Steinerne Briicke (Stone
Bridge), a Medieval bridge spanning the Danube that was
built in the 12th century. This bridge, which is 1,014 feet
(309 m) long, was an architectural wonder in its day.

Local guides will meet you pier-side for a walking tour of the
town’s highlights. One of the first sights to greet you will be
beautiful Regensburger Dom (Regensburg Cathedral, also
known as the Cathedral of St. Peter). Built on the site of a
former Roman military camp, this cathedral is modeled on
French architecture and is considered the most significant
Gothic structure in southern Germany. Be sure to notice the
church’s magnificent stained-glass windows, which date from
the 14th century. After seeing the cathedral, you'll visit
Rathaus (Town Hall), which housed the legislative body of
the Holy Roman Empire from 1663 to 1806. During this
time, Regensburg was one of the most important cities in
the realm, attracting ambassadors and visitors from all over
Europe—many of whom built lavish, stately homes here.
You’ll continue walking, wending your way through narrow
alleys until you reach the Stone Bridge. In addition to playing
an instrumental role in Regensburg’s history, the bridge is
also a great spot for picture taking, as it offers a panoramic
view of the town.
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The tour ends back at the ship, after which you will have leisure
time to explore the city on your own. You may want to pay a visit
to one of the oldest restaurants in Germany: die Historische
Wurstkiiche (the Historic Sausage Kitchen). At 900 years old,
it’s probably the world’s oldest hot dog stand.

This afternoon, you can take in exquisite scenery and

fascinating German history on our irresistible optional

excursion through the Danube Gorge and to the oldest
monastery brewery in the world.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Scenic Danube Gorge and
Weltenburg Abbey visit

Your excursion begins with a lovely drive through rural Bavaria
to Kelheim, where you’ll hop aboard a small ship for a scenic
cruise through the Danube Gorge. The river narrows dramatically
as it cuts its way through the limestone ridges of the Swabian
Alps, and only petite ships like the one you’re on can get
through. As you sail you’ll see lush green terrain and stunning
cliffs as high as 330 feet (100 m). The geology of the Swabian
Alps dates back to the Jurassic Period, and the white cliffs
around you are rich with ancient fossils. You’ll pass beneath the
Befreiungshalle (Hall of Liberation), a classical monument
commissioned in the mid-19th century by King Ludwig I, before
coming in view of Weltenburg Abbey.

You’ll disembark your ship and take a short walk along the river
up to the abbey, which was founded in 600 AD and is the
oldest monastery in Bavaria. The monastery was disbanded
in 1803 due to secularization laws, but it was reopened as a
priory under King Ludwig | in 1842 and was raised to an abbey
in 1913. A small band of monks still lives and works here at
Weltenburg. Its spectacular location above the Danube and
its 1000-year-old brewery—the oldest monastery brewery in
the world—make Weltenburg a must-see attraction.

You’ll have a chance to explore the abbey’s gorgeous Baroque
church, which was built in the 18th century by architect brothers
Cosmas and Aegid Asam, and then, weather permitting, you’ll
grab a seat in the attached beer garden to taste Weltenburg’s
house brew. The atmosphere is wonderful, with wooden tables
situated under mighty chestnut trees and friendly service
provided by staff dressed in traditional Bavarian garb. Sample
the famous Weltenburger Kloster Asam-Bock along with a
fresh Bavarian pretzel. After you’ve enjoyed your treats
you’ll head to a waiting motorcoach and travel back to your
Uniworld ship.
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Day 14 | Deggendorf (Theresienthal), Passau BB, L, D

Featured Excursion: Exclusive Bavarian Forest horse-drawn
carriage ride and Theresienthal visit (@) [¥ = &2 @/

This morning, your ship arrives in Deggendorf, gateway to the
Bavarian Forest. After breakfast, you’ll board a motorcoach
for a scenic ride through these enchanting woods via Rusel
Pass. The Bavarian Forest—also called the green roof of
Europe—is the largest continuous wooded area in Germany
and the largest protected forest area in central Europe. It’s
a nature reserve and natural park dotted with charming
villages, fields, and farms. Both historically and in modern
times, locals have engaged in agriculture, forestry, mining,
and traditional glassmaking. For many years, glass beads,
windowpanes, and drinking glasses from the region were
highly prized at princes’ courts across Europe. The region’s
famous ruby-red Bohemian glass and lead crystal—often
decorated by master engravers—are prime products coming
from artists’ workshops today.

Your first stop will be the small village of Baernzell, where
a horse-drawn carriage awaits to take you on a ride through
the surrounding village. You'll also indulge in some local
cuisine, sampling homemade bread hot from a wood-fired
oven and Blutwurz (blood root) schnapps, which is renowned
amongst locals for its medicinal properties.

Then you’ll re-board the motorcoach for a short drive to
Theresienthal, a famous Bohemian glass factory on the
outskirts of Zwiesel. Located on the historic Glass Route
that runs between Passau and Prague, Theresienthal is a
world-renowned brand that creates handmade, one-of-a-kind
works of art. You'll visit the glass workshop to see how local
artisans work together like orchestra musicians. You'll also
hear about the materials and techniques required to create
wonderful objects such as friendship cups and colorful snuff
bottles, and you’ll learn how the tradition of glassblowing
has remained basically unchanged since the glassmaker’s
pipe was invented 2,000 years ago.

Following the workshop visit, you will have time to peruse the
fine glassware for sale in the adjacent shop. Then you’ll visit a
glass museum featuring a celebrated collection of Theresienthal
products. In the 19th century, Theresienthal was a purveyor
of fine glass objects to the courts of France, Russia, and
Bavaria, and you’ll see the signature series that each of those
courts commissioned.
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Then you will return to Deggendorf, which you can explore at
your leisure. Deggendorf has a wonderful small-town feel, and
you might want to take your time strolling through its charming
streets this afternoon. Alternatively, if you're feeling more
active, you might prefer to explore on foot or bike along the
picturesque Danube. The choice is yours.

Note: On rare occasions, Theresienthal must empty and re-fit its ovens.
During such times, glass-blowing demonstrations are unavailable;

passengers will still enjoy a visit to the workshop and an explanation
of glassmaking and engraving techniques. Order of sightseeing is

subject to change.

Day 15 ‘ Passau BB, L, D

Featured Excursion: Passau walking tour and St. Stephan’s
organ concert (4) 3 ¢

Awaken in the delightful city of Passau. Located at the
confluence of three rivers—the Danube, Inn, and llz—Passau
is well known for its ornate Baroque cathedral. Long ago, it
was a Roman colony in the province of Noricum, called
Batavis after an ancient Germanic tribe. Today, the city is
unusually well preserved, having been spared the brunt of
Allied bombing during WWII.

Your day will begin with a guided walk through Passau’s
charming Medieval alleyways en route to Dom St. Stephan
(St. Stephan’s Cathedral). Upon arrival, you'll notice that the
cathedral displays a delightful layer of Italian style on top of
quintessential German foundations. This is because when
the town burned to the ground in 1662 and again in 1680,
reconstruction of the cathedral involved many Italian artists—
artists who imparted a variety of Baroque, Rococo, and
Neoclassical touches.

After visiting St. Stephan’s, you’ll view the Rococo stairways
of the Neue Residenz (New Residence) and learn why it is
said that Baroque style “attempts to imitate heaven on earth.”
You’ll then walk along the Inn River until you reach the
confluence of the Danube, Inn, and lIz rivers. Continue
strolling to the Rathaus (Town Hall), which boasts a
magnificent atrium adorned by large paintings depicting
famous legends and fables. These works were created by
19th-century German painter Ferdinand Wagner.

Next, you’ll return to St. Stephan’s Cathedral, but this time
you’ll take in an organ concert played on the world’s largest
church organ. Sit back, relax, and let the enchanting sounds
envelop you. After the concert, the afternoon is yours to do
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with as you please. Passau offers excellent shopping in easy
walking distance from the ship and an outstanding Glasmuseum
(Glass Museum) on the promenade. The choice is yours.

Note: The organ concert is only available from May 2 to October 31,
excluding Sundays and Catholic holidays.

Day 16 | Melk, cruising the Wachau Valley BB, L g
Featured Excursion: Melk Abbey ) 7 Gk

Melk is a town with a long and storied past dating back to
Roman times. The Babenbergs—the Medieval rulers of
Austria—had a castle here, which was eventually donated to
Benedictine monks who converted it into a fortified abbey.
You can see 900-year-old Stift Melk (Melk Abbey) sitting
high atop the granite cliffs of the Danube, crowned by towers.
This was one of the most important centers of learning in the
Middle Ages, with a library containing more than 80,000
Medieval manuscripts.

Local guides will take you through the abbey’s Marble Hall,
with its richly painted allegorical ceiling; the impressive
library; the Emperors’ Gallery; and awe-inspiring Baroque
Abbey Church. This beautiful complex is a wonderful
example of Baroque art and architecture, and the views
from its terrace are spectacular. After your tour of the abbey
you can either explore Melk on your own or take a motorcoach
back to the ship.

As your ship departs Melk this afternoon, you’ll want to find
a comfy spot on the panoramic deck in order to get the best
views of the spectacular Wachau Valley—one of the most
beautiful stretches of river valley in Europe.

Dotted
along the banks are a series of historic small towns and
winemaking communities. Some of Austria’s finest white
wines are produced here from grapes ripened on the terraces
that cling to the rocky slopes.

You can see 900-year-old Stift Melk
(Melk Abbey) sitting high atop the granite cliffs of the Danube,
crowned by towers. This was one of the most important centers
of learning in the Middle Ages, with a library containing more
than 80,000 Medieval manuscripts.

Local guides will take you through the abbey’s Marble Hall,
with its richly painted allegorical ceiling; the impressive
library; the Emperors’ Gallery; and awe-inspiring Baroque
Abbey Church. This beautiful complex is a wonderful
example of Baroque art and architecture, and the views
from its terrace are spectacular. After your tour of the abbey
you can either explore Melk on your own or take a motorcoach
back to the ship.

A special Captain’s Welcome Gala will be prepared for you
this evening.
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Day 4‘ Passau BB, L, D

Featured Excursion: Passau walking tour and St. Stephan’s
organ concert @) f3 4

Your ship will dock in the delightful city of Passau in the
morning. Located at the confluence of three rivers—the
Danube, Inn, and llz—Passau is well known for its ornate
Baroque cathedral. Long ago, it was a Roman colony in

the province of Noricum, called Batavis after an ancient
Germanic tribe. Today, the city is unusually well preserved,
having been spared the brunt of Allied bombing during WWII.

Your day will begin with a guided walk through Passau’s
charming Medieval alleyways en route to Dom St. Stephan
(St. Stephan’s Cathedral). Upon arrival, you'll notice that the
cathedral displays a delightful layer of Italian style on top of
quintessential German foundations. This is because when
the town burned to the ground in 1662 and again in 1680,
reconstruction of the cathedral involved many Italian artists—
artists who imparted a variety of Baroque, Rococo, and
Neoclassical touches.

After visiting St. Stephan’s, you’ll view the Rococo stairways
of the Neue Residenz (New Residence) and learn why it is
said that Baroque style “attempts to imitate heaven on earth.”
You’ll then walk along the Inn River until you reach the
confluence of the Danube, Inn, and Iz rivers. Continue strolling
to the Rathaus (Town Hall), which boasts a magnificent atrium
adorned by large paintings depicting famous legends and
fables. These works were created by 19th-century German
painter Ferdinand Wagner.

Next, you’ll return to St. Stephan’s Cathedral, but this time
you’ll take in an organ concert played on the world’s largest
church organ. Sit back, relax, and let the enchanting sounds
envelop you. After the concert, the afternoon is yours to do with
as you please. Passau offers excellent shopping in easy walking
distance from the ship and an outstanding Glasmuseum (Glass
Museum) on the promenade. Or take our complimentary bicycles
out for a scenic spin along the river. The choice is yours.

Note: The organ concert is only available from May 2 to October 31,
excluding Sundays and Catholic holidays.
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Day 5 | Deggendorf (Theresienthal) BB, L, D

Featured Excursion: Exclusive Bavarian Forest horse-drawn
carriage ride and Theresienthal visit (©) [¥ = & @/

This morning your ship arrives in Deggendorf, gateway to the
Bavarian Forest. After breakfast, you’ll board a motorcoach for
a scenic ride through these enchanting woods via Rusel Pass.
The Bavarian Forest—also called the green roof of Europe—is
the largest continuous wooded area in Germany and the largest
protected forest area in central Europe. It’s a nature reserve
and natural park dotted with charming villages, fields, and
farms. Both historically and in modern times, locals have
engaged in agriculture, forestry, mining, and traditional
glassmaking. For many years, glass beads, windowpanes, and
drinking glasses from the region were highly prized at princes’
courts across Europe. The region’s famous ruby-red Bohemian
glass and lead crystal—often decorated by master engravers—
are prime products coming from artists’ workshops today.

Your first stop will be the small village of Baernzell, where
a horse-drawn carriage awaits to take you on a ride through
the surrounding village. You'll also indulge in some local
cuisine, sampling homemade bread hot from a wood-fired
oven and Blutwurz (blood root) schnapps, which is renowned
among locals for its medicinal properties.

Then you’ll re-board the motorcoach for a short drive to
Theresienthal, a famous Bohemian glass factory on the
outskirts of Zwiesel. Located on the historic Glass Route
that runs between Passau and Prague, Theresienthal is a
world-renowned brand that creates handmade, one-of-a-kind
works of art. You’ll visit the glass workshop to see how local
artisans work together like orchestra musicians. You’ll also
hear about the materials and techniques required to create
wonderful objects such as friendship cups and colorful snuff
bottles, and you’ll learn how the tradition of glassblowing
has remained basically unchanged since the glassmaker’s
pipe was invented 2,000 years ago.

Following the workshop visit, you will have time to peruse
the fine glassware for sale in the adjacent shop. Then you’ll
visit a glass museum featuring a celebrated collection of
Theresienthal products. In the 19th century, Theresienthal
was a purveyor of fine glass objects to the courts of France,
Russia, and Bavaria, and you’ll see the signature series that
each of those courts commissioned.
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Then you will return to Deggendorf, which you can explore at
your leisure. Deggendorf has a wonderful small-town feel, and
you might want to take your time strolling through its charming
streets this afternoon. Alternatively, if you're feeling more
active, you might prefer to explore on foot or bike along the
picturesque Danube. The choice is yours.

Note: On rare occasions, Theresienthal must empty and re-fit
its ovens. During such times, glass-blowing demonstrations are
unavailable; passengers will still enjoy a visit to the workshop and
an explanation of glassmaking and engraving techniques. Order
of sightseeing is subject to change.

Day 6 | Regensburg BB, L, D
Featured Excursion: Regensburg walking tour <) ¥

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Scenic Danube Gorge and
Weltenburg Abbey visit (3) [¥ &2

Arrive in Regensburg in the morning. An unspoiled gem,
Regensburg is a friendly town with quaint cobblestone streets,
historic Roman remnants, and a UNESCO World Heritage-
designated Medieval city center. It was the capital of Bavaria
for about 700 years, from the 6th to the 13th centuries. The
remnants of Regensburg’s Golden Age are still on display,
particularly in the Steinerne Briicke (Stone Bridge), a Medieval
bridge spanning the Danube that was built in the 12th century.
This bridge, which is 1,014 feet (309 m) long, was an
architectural wonder in its day.

Local guides will meet you pier-side for a walking tour of the
town’s highlights. One of the first sights to greet you will be
beautiful Regensburger Dom (Regensburg Cathedral, also
known as the Cathedral of St. Peter). Built on the site of a
former Roman military camp, this cathedral is modeled on
French architecture and is considered the most significant
Gothic structure in southern Germany. Be sure to notice the
church’s magnificent stained-glass windows, which date from
the 14th century. After seeing the cathedral, you’ll visit
Rathaus (Town Hall), which housed the legislative body of the
Holy Roman Empire from 1663 to 1806. During this time,
Regensburg was one of the most important cities in the
realm, attracting ambassadors and visitors from all over
Europe—many of whom built lavish, stately homes here.
You’ll continue walking, wending your way through narrow
alleys until you reach the Stone Bridge. In addition to playing
an instrumental role in Regensburg’s history, the bridge is
also a great spot for picture taking, as it offers a panoramic
view of the town.
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The tour ends back at the ship, after which you will have
leisure time to explore the city on your own. You may want to
pay a visit to one of the oldest restaurants in Germany: die
Historische Wurstkiiche (the Historic Sausage Kitchen). At
900 years old, it’s probably the world’s oldest hot dog stand.

This afternoon, you can take in exquisite scenery and
fascinating German history on our irresistible optional
excursion through the Danube Gorge and to the oldest
monastery brewery in the world.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Scenic Danube Gorge and
Weltenburg Abbey visit

Your excursion begins with a lovely drive through rural
Bavaria to Kelheim, where you’ll hop aboard a small ship for
a scenic cruise through the Danube Gorge. The river narrows
dramatically as it cuts its way through the limestone ridges of
the Swabian Alps, and only petite ships like the one you’re on
can get through. As you sail you’ll see lush green terrain and
stunning cliffs as high as 330 feet (100 m). The geology of the
Swabian Alps dates back to the Jurassic Period, and the white
cliffs around you are rich with ancient fossils. You’ll pass
beneath the Befreiungshalle (Hall of Liberation), a classical
monument commissioned in the mid-19th century by King
Ludwig I, before coming in view of Weltenburg Abbey.

You’ll disembark your ship and take a short walk along the river
up to the abbey, which was founded in 600 AD and is the
oldest monastery in Bavaria. The monastery was disbanded
in 1803 due to secularization laws, but it was reopened as a
priory under King Ludwig | in 1842 and was raised to an abbey
in 1913. A small band of monks still live and work here at
Weltenburg. Its spectacular location on the Danube and its
1000-year-old brewery—the oldest monastery brewery in the
world—make Weltenburg a must-see attraction.

You'll have a chance to explore the abbey’s gorgeous Baroque
church, which was built in the 18th century by architect
brothers Cosmas and Aegid Asam; then, weather permitting,
you’ll grab a seat in the attached beer garden to taste
Weltenburg’s house brew. The atmosphere is wonderful,
with wooden tables situated under mighty chestnut trees
and friendly service provided by staff dressed in traditional
Bavarian garb. Sample the famous Weltenburger Kloster
Asam-Bock along with a fresh Bavarian pretzel. After you've
enjoyed your treats you’ll head to a waiting motorcoach and
travel back to your Uniworld ship.
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Day 7 ‘ Cruising the Main-Danube Canal, Nuremberg

This morning, prepare to take an exciting journey through
a marvel of modern engineering—the Main-Danube Canal.
This formidable set of locks allows ships of all shapes and

sizes to readily travel from Amsterdam to the shores of the
Black Sea.

You'll arrive in Nuremberg in the early afternoon. After lunch,
you’ll get to choose between two memorable ways of exploring
this archetypal Medieval German city famed for its pocket
watches gingerbread. You can hop aboard a motorcoach for
a guided panoramic city tour, or you can accompany a local
guide to the city’s most important WWII sites, including the
enormous Documentation Center Nazi Party Rally Grounds—
the actual site of the Nazi party rallies. The choice is yours.

After whichever tour you choose, you’ll have time to explore
more of Nuremberg on your own before heading back to
the ship.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Nuremberg city tour

Board a motorcoach and set off to see the best of Nuremberg,
the second-largest city in Bavaria. The city enjoyed the status
of a free town of the Holy Roman Empire beginning in 1219
and, like many such places, prospered greatly—so much so
that during the days before, during, and after the Renaissance,
Nuremberg attracted a number of artists and intellectuals,
making it one of the cultural centers of Europe.

No one can visit Nuremberg without acknowledging a dark
chapter from the city’s 20th-century history, when Nuremberg
was the reluctant regional headquarters of the Nazi Party.
You will see the Reichsparteitagsgelande (Nazi Party Rally
Grounds) where filmmaker Leni Riefenstahl immortalized
Hitler during his infamous parades and rallies, and the
unfinished Roman coliseum, Kongresshalle (Congress Hall).

As you ride around Nuremberg, hearing fascinating details
about the history of the city from your guide, you’ll be amazed
by how many of its Medieval fortifications still exist; gateway
towers rise up periodically along the rampart walls around the
city. At the crown of the Altstadt (Old Town) stand the three
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complexes of the Kaiserburg (Imperial Castle). All kaisers and
kings of the Holy Roman Empire resided in the castle from
1050-1571. You will stroll through the castle gardens and
enjoy breathtaking views of the city. From here, you’ll walk
into the Old Town. Just as people have done for centuries,
you’ll gather around the stone pyramid of the Schéner Brunnen
(Beautiful Fountain), which dates back to 1396 and is located
in front of Frauenkirche (Church of Our Lady) in the center of
the Hauptmarkt (Market Square). You'll then have free time to
enjoy Nuremberg on your own. Explore the pedestrian zone and
Nuremberg’s excellent high street shops, or indulge in some of
the city’s famous gingerbread from a local store.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Nuremberg WWII
historical tour with Documentation Center visit

You'll board the motorcoach waiting pier-side and drive to the
Reichsparteitagsgelande (Nazi Party Rally Grounds). Here,
you’ll step out of the coach to view the grandstand and listen
to the historical narration of your guide, who will explain the
context and use of these grounds. At nearly 7 miles (11 km)
square, these massive rally grounds were intended to be
an impressive background against which the Nazis could
demonstrate their power during parades and other public
gatherings, including the party’s annual convention, which
nearly one million Germans were ordered to attend.

You’ll re-board your coach and continue on to the unfinished
Roman coliseum, Kongresshalle (Congress Hall), which
was designed by the National Socialists to hold 50,000
spectators. Upon arrival you'll disembark the coach and enter
the Documentation Center, which is located in the north wing
of Congress Hall. You'll have about an hour to explore the
large permanent exhibition “Fascination and Terror,” which
looks at the causes, the context, and the consequences of
the National Socialist reign of terror, focusing on topics that
have a direct link to Nuremberg.

Then you’ll head to the newly opened Nuremberg Trials
Memoriam, which includes Courtroom 600—venue of
the Nuremberg Trials that were so instrumental in
forging our current ideals of international criminal law.
The Nuremberg Trials represented the first time in history
that representatives of a state had to answer for war
crimes and crimes against humanity.

Your tour will end in Old Town, where you’ll stroll to the stone
pyramid of the Schéner Brunnen (Beautiful Fountain), which

is located in front of Frauenkirche (Church of Our Lady) in

the center of the Hauptmarkt (Market Square).
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Note: Courtroom 600 is an active court. Visitors will only be
permitted to see the courtroom during trial breaks.

A special Captain’s Farewell Dinner will be prepared for you
this evening.

Day 8 | Nuremberg BB, L, D

You have the entire day at your leisure to explore. Your Cruise
Manager can provide recommendations for historical sites,
museums and restaurants. A motorcoach will be provided to
take you from the ship to town.

Also today, some of your fellow passengers will be leaving
the ship to return home, and some new passengers will be
coming onboard. Please offer them a warm welcome as you
meet them during the welcome briefing.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Bamberg beer experience

This morning your ship will dock the UNESCO World Heritage
city of Bamberg, which has one of Europe’s largest intact Old
Town centers. Like Rome, Bamberg is built on seven hills—but
in Bamberg there’s a church atop each hill. During the Middle
Ages, Bamberg divided itself into two towns that were
separated by the Regnitz River—one for the prince-bishop,
and the other for the burghers. During your panoramic tour
of the city, you’ll learn how this division impacted the Altes
Rathaus (Old Town Hall). This Gothic edifice was built on a
tiny island in the middle of the Regnitz River to serve both
the secular and non-secular sides of town.

Along the banks of the river resides Klein Venedig (Little
Venice), a fishermen’s colony that dates back to the 19th
century. Local guides will walk you through the Medieval
alleyways of the Old Town to the Kaiserdom (Imperial
Cathedral). Founded in 1012, it was completed in the 13th
century in the late-Romanesque style. The cathedral houses
the tombs of Emperor Henry Il and Pope Clement Il—the
only papal tomb in Germany. Passing through Cathedral
Square, you’ll come upon two beautiful palaces. The Alte
Hofhaltung (Old Palace), the late-Gothic imperial residence,
sits across from the lovely rose garden of the Neue Residenz
(New Palace), where the 17th-century prince-bishops lived.

You’ll visit the Neue Residenz’s rose garden, which affords a
splendid view of Old Town and the surrounding countryside.
The garden is bordered with clipped lime tress and features
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a dainty garden pavilion, which was completed in 1757. In
summer, the garden is filled with the intoxicating fragrance
and color of nearly 4,500 blooms spread over 70 beds.

As you descend from Domplatz (Cathedral Square) back toward
Old Town Hall, you'll pass Schlenkerla—Bamberg’s most famous
brewery, which is known for its smoked beer—and the antique
dealers’ quarter. When the tour concludes, you’ll have plenty of
time to shop for antiques on your own or venture into the Old
Town Hall to explore its interior before heading back to the ship.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Bamberg beer experience

Bambergers love their beer, and this tour will introduce you to
the ins and outs of that beloved local brew. Known as a paradise
for beer lovers, Bamberg boasts 10 breweries in a city of fewer
than 100,000 people. The breweries produce more than 50
distinctive styles, including the famous smoked beer, Rauchbier.
A specialty of Bamberg, Rauchbier’s characteristic taste is
achieved by kilning the malt over a beechwood fire. Local
brewmasters have been perfecting their craft in Bamberg for
almost 1,000 years, which is why the city sets the standard
for German beer.

A local guide will take you to Klosterbréu, a traditional family-
owned brewery open since 1533. The brewmaster will give
you a tour of the brewing cycle, including a sampling of three
different beers: dark, brown, and pilsner. Then it will be time
for some Franconian fare and smoky malt Rauchbier at an
old town brewpub.

Spend the afternoon on the peaceful Main River, cruising
past quiet Franconian hamlets and picturesque countryside.

A special Captain’s Welcome Gala will be prepared for you
this evening.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Half-day tour of Rothenburg

Your ship will dock in the charming Bavarian city of Wurzburg
in the morning, and after breakfast you will visit the
extraordinary Wirzburg Residenz—one of the most opulent
Baroque palaces in Europe. A short motorcoach ride will
deliver you to the 300-room Residenz, which was constructed
in the 18th century over a period of 60 years. Once home to
the prince-bishops of the Schénborn family, today the palace
and gardens are a designated UNESCO World Heritage Site.
Inside the palace, the grandiose entrance stair hall boasts a
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ceiling fresco—the world’s largest—of the four continents by
the Venetian painter Giovanni Battista Tiepolo. Check out both
the spectacular Hall of Mirrors and the imposing Imperial Hall,
which boasts a large oval dome and twenty half columns. Then
take a little time to stroll through the estate’s breathtaking
gardens, which include an orangery, a kitchen garden, and
topiary fruit trees.

After enjoying lunch onboard, you’ll have free time to explore
Wirzburg on your own. Head off to the central market square
and pop into the local shops. Admire the Romanesque
Wirzburg Cathedral, which was built in 1040 and dedicated
to Saint Kilian, the apostle of Franconia. Or check out Old
City Hall and the 15th-century Old Main Bridge, which is
adorned with statues of saints.

Alternatively, you might join us on an optional excursion to
historic Rothenburg for fantastic sightseeing and even a bit
of early Christmas shopping!

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Half-day tour of Rothenburg

Visiting Rothenburg (also known as Rothenburg ob der Tauber)
is like taking a trip back in time to the Middle Ages. Much of
the town has been preserved over the last 600 years and the
old city walls still stand, protecting Rothenburg’s charming
core of Gothic churches and gabled houses.

Once you arrive in Rothenburg, local guides will lead you
to Marktplatz (Market Square) for a tour of this Medieval
gem. Timber-framed houses line the narrow streets, which
themselves hide tiny village squares—each with its own
fountain. You'll see the magnificent Rathaus (Town Hall)
with its touches of Gothic, Renaissance, and Baroque
architecture. The Gothic Franziskanerkirche (Franciscan
Church) is revered for its famous altarpiece depicting the
stigmatization of St. Francis. It’s an early work of the artist
Tilman Riemenschneider, one of the greatest sculptors of
the Middle Ages, who worked in neighboring Wirzburg from
1483 until his death in 1531. He was one of the most
prolific and versatile Medieval sculptors, a master of
alabaster, sandstone, and marble.

There are plenty of shopping opportunities for handmade
crafts and souvenirs, as well as gifts for the holiday that it’s
never too early to shop for—Christmas! Rothenburg hosts the
original K&the Wohlfahrt Christmas Store; this location also
features a delightful museum that displays vintage toys from
as early as the 17th century. After finding some great gifts,
you’ll head back to the ship in Wiirzburg.
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Day 11‘Miltenberg BB, L, D
Featured Excursion: Miltenberg walking tour () 3

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Mespelbrunn Castle visit
OB &

Spend the morning enjoying the majestic scenery of the
Main River from the comfort of your floating hotel. After
lunch you’ll dock in the Medieval town of Miltenberg, whose
winding streets and leaning houses look as if they’ve come
right out of the pages of a German fairytale. Miltenberg is
protected by two gates: the six-story Wirzburger Tor to the
east, facing Wurzburg, and the Mainzer Tor to the west, facing
Mainz. Your walking tour will take you to the Engelsplatz (New
Square); you'll see one of the oldest inns in Germany, the Haus
zum Riesen Hotel (formerly the Royal Inn). Originally built in

the 12th century, it has hosted royal dignitaries for centuries.

The Crooked House is also a must-see among the charming
14th- and 15th-century half-timbered houses. The tour will
wind up at the Schnatterloch gate tower in the central
marketplace, where you can find the perfect souvenir or
delicious vintage wine at the 500-year-old tavern known
locally as the Weinhaus (Wine House).

You can spend the afternoon at leisure in Miltenberg, or you
can accompany us on an optional journey to the beautiful
moated castle of Mespelbrunn.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Mespelbrunn Castle visit

Enjoy views of charming hamlets, rolling hills, and the beech
forests of Spessart Woods on your motorcoach ride to Schloss
Mespelbrunn (Mespelbrunn Castle). This wasserschloss (water
castle) looks like it has been lifted straight out of a fairytale
like Sleeping Beauty. Take in the memorable image of the
romantic castle reflected in the waters of its moat; because
it is tucked so securely into the Spessart Woods, the castle
is perfectly preserved and has never been the victim of
wartime damage.

The original structure was a simple house that didn’t become
a true castle—complete with tower walls and moat—until
1427. Today, the castle’s owners, the counts of Ingelheim,
continue to call the southern wing home; a portion of the
castle is open to the public, however, allowing visitors a look
inside the life of Medieval and Renaissance noble families.

As the ship leaves Miltenberg in the evening, your three-river
adventure will continue to Offenbach.
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Day 12‘Offenbach (Heidelberg), Riidesheim BB, D

Featured Excursion: Full-day tour of Heidelberg with castle
visit @) F¥ 5

In the morning you will arrive in Offenbach, a small Main River
town just outside Frankfurt, before setting off for your tour
of Heidelberg. This perfectly preserved Baroque city is nestled
in the Neckar River Valley along Germany’s Castle Road.
Mark Twain, describing the view from Heidelberger Schloss
(Heidelberg Castle) in 1878, wrote, “l have never enjoyed a
view which had such a serene and satisfying charm about it
as this one gives.”

Your tour of Heidelberg will begin with a walk up to the castle
ruins, where you’ll be guided through the castle’s courtyard.
Then you will have an opportunity to roam freely around the
castle and take pictures. Take time to see the world’s largest
wine barrel, the “Heidelberg Tun,” made in 1751 and able to
hold 58,100 gallons (220,000 1) of wine.

After the castle visit, you'll ride into downtown Heidelberg. As
you stroll through Altstadt (Old Town), you'll see the late-Gothic
Heiliggeistkirche (Holy Spirit Church) and the Studentenkarzer
(Student’s Prison), where students were placed when they did
something against the rules (like drinking at night!). You'll have
some free time to enjoy lunch and explore the rest of the area.
Grab a seat at a café in Marktplatz (Market Square) and watch
the flow of people around the central square. Stroll down one
of the longest pedestrian streets in Germany, the Hauptstrasse.
Admire the beautiful Madonna statue of the Kornmarkt or the
regal, late-Renaissance house of Zum Ritter St. Georg (Knight
St. George). The botanical gardens of the Universitat Heidelberg
(University of Heidelberg), which was founded in 1386 and is
the oldest university in Germany, are quite impressive as well.
There are also plenty of ancient alleys and bustling squares
lined with cafés, fountains, and statues to enjoy, all serenely
enveloped by the lush, wooded foothills surrounding the town.

After spending the day here, you’ll agree that Heidelberg
has truly retained its copious Renaissance and romantic-era
charms. At the end of the tour, you will be transported to
Rudesheim, where you will re-board the ship.

Rudesheim has a long history dating back to Roman times and
is considered one of the most charming of the Rhine Valley
ports of call. The town is famous for its long avenue of shops
and wine bars, called the Drosselgasse, as well as its impressive
Niederwald Monument. This evening, you’ll have free time to
stroll into town and look for souvenirs or the perfect Rheingau
Riesling in Ridesheim’s excellent shops, taverns, and wine bars.
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Day 13 |Rudesheim, cruising the romantic Rhine River,

Breathtaking scenery and captivating history await you around
every corner today as you sail the Upper Middle Rhine Valley
during the morning and explore Koblenz and its picturesque
surroundings in the afternoon. You’ll also two unique
sightseeing opportunities this afternoon: you may choose to
descend on Koblenz on foot for a panoramic walking tour of
the town, or you can pay a visit to Marksburg Castle. Either
way, two charming German towns and all the glories of the
romantic Rhine await you today.

You'll depart from Rudesheim after breakfast and sail along
one of the most beautiful sections of the Rhine River, the
scenic 40 miles (65 km) of the Upper Middle Rhine Valley.
Designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site, the Rhine River
Valley between Rudesheim and Koblenz features a stunning
landscape that embodied a romantic spirit, later dubbed
“Rhine Romanticism,” that provided inspiration to many
esteemed 19th-century poets, composers, and painters—
including Richard Wagner and J.M.W. Turner. Here, historical
monuments have been preserved in a quantity and density
that can be found almost nowhere else in Europe.

Enjoy the natural and cultural highlights of the region from
the perfect vantage point of your ship’s panoramic deck. As
you sail away from Rudesheim, you’ll pass the famous Lorelei
rock, and before arriving in Koblenz, you'll sail by Deutsches
Eck (German Corner) with its historic monument to Emperor
William 1.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Koblenz walking tour

After arriving in Koblenz, you will follow local guides on a
pleasant stroll into the heart of this Medieval town that lies
at the confluence of the Moselle and Rhine rivers. As you
wind through the charming, narrow alleys and streets, you'll
notice that their names—such as Jesuitenplatz (Jesuit’s
Square) and Miinzplatz (Old Mint Square)—are indicative of
the types of buildings surrounding the public squares. The
13th-century basilica Liebfrauenkirche (Church of Our Lady)
sits at the highest promontory in Old Town, while St. Castor’s
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is hailed as the oldest and largest church in the area. Koblenz
is also known for its whimsical and rather amusing fountains,
including the Schangelbrunnen (Spitting Boy), dedicated to
the city’s children. Above the Deutsches Eck (German Corner),
you can see a stunning panorama of the rivers’ confluence;
you’ll also see one of the largest of the Rhine River fortresses—
mighty Festung Ehrenbreitstein (Ehrenbreitstein Fortress)—
on the opposite hillside. After the tour, you’ll have some
free time to wander through the city on your own or take a
breathtaking aerial cable car ride across the Rhine up to
Fortress Ehrenbreitstein for spectacular views of German
Corner and the Middle Rhine Valley.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Marksburg Castle visit

Marksburg Castle, the only hill castle on the Rhine that has
never been destroyed, hovers above the town of Braubach.
Continuously inhabited since the 12th century, the castle
boasts an ever-evolving facade marked by an unusually
slender, towering keep.

You will board a motorcoach in Koblenz for a short journey
to this hilltop fortress whose name originates from the
Kapellenturm (chapel tower) dedicated to St. Mark. Your tour
of the castle will begin at the base of the “Riders Stairway,”
a staircase carved out of the rock and named for the horsemen
who utilized it. As you step inside the castle, you will be
transported back in time to the Middle Ages—in front of the
Great Hall, notice the batteries that date back to the 30 Years’
War. Fascinating (and sometimes bizarre) historical details
await you in every room of the castle: the Great Banquet
Hall comes complete with a garderobe (Medieval toilet)
integrated into the wall, while the former stables house the
castle’s collection of torture devices that would have
been used in a typical Folterkammer (torture chamber).

Be sure not to miss the Medieval herb garden filled with
160 plants—some used in the Middle Ages for medicinal
purposes, and others supposedly favored by witches—or

the Ristkammer (armory) with its impressive collection

of personal armor dating from 600 BC to 1500 AD.

Following your tour of Marksburg Castle, you will board a
motorcoach and return to the ship.

Today you’ll explore two cities in the magnificent wine-
producing region of the Moselle. Some of Germany’s most
beautiful scenery waits for you here among historic vineyards,
lush green fields, and picturesque houses. You'll first enjoy
free time in Traben-Trarbach, a charming town that was once
the second-largest wine-trading center in Europe (after
Bordeaux). You can then decide whether to take in the
splendid scenery between Traben-Trarbach and Bernkastel
while relaxing onboard your floating hotel or while biking
along the gorgeous Moselle. Either way, you’ll take an
invigorating walking tour of Bernkastel in the afternoon.

After breakfast onboard you’ll have all morning to delve into
the heart of Traben-Trarbach. The beautiful Art Nouveau
houses that line the river are the former homes of the city’s
“Riesling Barons” and are well worth a closer look. You might
explore the ruins of Grevenburg, an old castle destroyed by
the French in 1734, or check out the Mittelmoselmuseum
(Middle Moselle Museum) to learn more about the history of
the Moselle River Valley.

Then you can either sit back and relax on your ship’s panoramic
deck as you sail past some of the steepest vineyards in Europe,
or hop aboard a bike to take in the same majestic scenery in

a more dynamic manner while cycling from Traben-Trarbach

to Bernkastel. As the Moselle River twists this way and that

through the gorgeous countryside, you’ll encounter new scenic
wonders around every bow and bend.

Upon arrival in Bernkastel, an expert guide will meet you pier-
side in and lead you through the city streets to the Bernkasteler
Doctor, the most famous Riesling vineyard along the Moselle.
Local legend has it that, hundreds of years ago, the wine from
this estate brought a man back from the brink of death. As you
move through the maze of Bernkastel’s narrow alleys, you’ll
see many of the region’s famous half-timbered houses. The
Slate Tower and Marktplatz (Market Square) make up one of
the loveliest central squares in Germany. Clustered around
early-17th-century St. Michaelsbrunnen (St. Michael’s Fountain)
are particularly well-preserved Renaissance-era buildings.
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To cap off your delightful walking tour, you’ll follow your
guide to the prestigious Dr. Pauly-Bergweiler Wine Estate,
which is located right in the heart of Bernkastel. You'll enter
the estate’s historical mansion and proceed to the wine-
tasting room for samples of exquisite Rieslings accompanied
by expert commentary.

After the wine tasting, you’ll have some free time to shop in
town before heading back to the ship for dinner.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Bicycle tour along the
Moselle River

For a truly memorable look at the beauty of this flourishing wine
region, take part in a bike tour through the lush countryside
along the Moselle River. You'll take a box lunch with you on
your active adventure and enjoy a picnic along the way at a
historic Roman wine press. You'll begin in Traben-Trarbach.
As you leave the city, admire the distinctive architecture of
the Art Nouveau houses lining the river, which provide lasting
evidence of the wealth the wine trade brought to the “Riesling
Barons.” Then cycle through the region’s picturesque
vineyards before arriving at the old city walls of Bernkastel
and embarking on your walking tour and Epicurean Adventure
wine tasting.

A special Captain’s Farewell Dinner will be prepared for you
this evening.

Day 15 | Trier/Konz, transfer to Paris BB @ )
Featured Excursion: Trier city tour (4) [¥ G2

Today, you will leave the ship and the rivers of Europe behind
to embark on new adventures in Trier and Paris.

After breakfast, you’ll disembark your ship in lovely Trier. Not
only is Trier the oldest city in Germany, but in ancient times it
was also the largest Roman settlement north of the Alps. In
fact, Trier (or Augusta Treverorum, as the Romans called it)
was one of the three capitals of the Western Roman Empire,
and six emperors reigned from here. Today, Trier is honored
as an UNESCO World Heritage Site.

You’ll begin your guided walking tour with a visit to the
Konstantinbasilika (Basilica of Constantine), which was built
by Emperor Constantine in 306 AD. All that remains of the
once-magnificent structure is the throne room. It is the largest
surviving single-room structure from Roman times in Germany.
The basilica features two tiers of windows with high-rising
arches that still show some of the original wall paintings.
The throne platform was converted to an altar as the building
became the Protestant Church of St. Savior in 1856.
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Next, you'll make your way to Dom St. Peter (St. Peter’s
Cathedral), home to the Holy Tunic, a robe said to have been
worn by Jesus around the time of his crucifixion. You'll
proceed from there to the Hauptmarkt (Market Square),
which is full of charming shops and wine cafés. Your final
stop is at Porta Nigra (Black Gate), the best-preserved
Roman city gate north of the Alps. The sandstone blocks of
the Black Gate are the last remnants of the wall that used to
surround Trier.

Your guide will suggest the best restaurants for an early lunch.
After grabbing a bite to eat, you’ll board a motorcoach and
take a scenic drive through the historic Champagne region

of northeast France as you journey from Trier to Paris. You'll
arrive in the “City of Light” and check into your hotel in the
early evening. The rest of the night is yours to enjoy as you wish.

Rarely does a city live up to its reputation the way Paris
does. Europe’s capital of style gracefully combines an ultra-
cosmopolitan culture with the charms of a centuries-old village.
This morning you can choose between two wonderful tours that
will introduce you to the many delights that Paris has to offer.
Then, this afternoon, you can enjoy free time in the city or you
can join us on optional excursions to the awe-inspiring palace
and legendary gardens of Versailles. In the evening, why not
toast Paris’s spectacular cabaret scene with dinner and a
celebratory show at the legendary Moulin Rouge?

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Paris city tour

This panoramic tour of Paris will introduce you to the city’s
most beloved attractions. Your first stop is the magnificent
Palais Garnier, also known as Opéra Garnier. This opulent,
Neo-Baroque opera house was inaugurated in 1875 and still
plays host to the companies of the National Opera and Ballet.

From here you’ll move on to the sophisticated square of Place
Venddme, which is distinguished by designer salons, hotels, and
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the Venddme Column, topped by a statue of Napoleon. You'll
then come upon the world’s largest museum and palace, the
Louvre. The ultra-modern glass pyramid designed by I.M. Pei
marks the entrance to the nearly half-mile classical edifice.

Crossing the Tle de la Cité at Pont Notre Dame, you'll arrive at
the Quartier Latin (Latin Quarter)—the intellectual heart of
Paris. The local expert onboard your motorcoach will share
insights about the district’s famous Sorbonne (University of
Paris) and the Panthéon, the Neoclassical church and burial
place of luminaries such as Jean-Jacques Rousseau and Voltaire.
You can contemplate the lives of these great philosophers in the
nearby Jardin du Luxembourg (Luxemburg Garden). Feel free to
meander around the 59-acre (24-hectare) public gardens and
admire the beautiful sculptures on display.

Then re-board your motorcoach and head to the Ecole Militaire,
an impressive complex of buildings that houses military
higher-education facilities and a museum. You’ll have a chance
to photograph Paris’s most iconic structure—the 1,000-foot-
tall (304-m-tall)Tour Eiffel (Eiffel Tower)—from the manicured
promenade of the Champs de Mars. From here, you'll cross the
lovely Seine via one of the most stunning bridges in Paris, Pont
Alexandre IIl. Once across, you’ll be sure to spot the largest
glass ceiling in France, which graces the Grand Palais, a major
exhibition hall. Next door is the Grand’s demure sister, the
Petit Palais, which hosts the city’s Musée des Beaux-Arts
(Museum of Fine Arts).

In Paris’s eighth district you’ll see the Arc de Triomphe, which
was commissioned by Napoleon to celebrate the 128 victories
of his Grande Armée. You'll then head down the grand avenue
of Paris, the Champs-Elysées. The famed boulevard comes to
its eastern end at the Place de la Concorde, where you can
take in the red granite obelisk from Luxor, Egypt, or simply
enjoy the variety of fountains located here. You can then
take the motorcoach back to the hotel or explore the Musée
d’Orsay on your own.

Note: The Paris city tour may occasionally be conducted in a different
order due to operational considerations.

Choice Is Yours Featured Excursion: Exclusive “Heart of
Paris: Opéra Garnier to Comédie-Frangaise” walking tour

This intimate walking tour of Paris will provide you with an
up-close look at the wonders that line the route leading from
the Palais Garnier to the Comédie-Francaise. You'll set off
with your guide along the Rue Laffitte, which provides an
excellent view of the Basilique du Sacré-Cceur (Basilica of
the Sacred Heart) sitting high atop Montmartre hill.
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Your first stop is the magnificent Palais Garnier, also known as
Opéra Garnier. This opulent Neo-Baroque hall plays host to the
companies of the National Opera and Ballet. As you circle the
theater with your guide, you’ll hear about the tortured history
of its construction—a history that inspired (and features
prominently in) Gaston Leroux’s Phantom of the Opera.
You’ll then enter the theater and take in its lavish interior
adornments. You’ll have time to pop into the gift shop to
pick up a souvenir of your visit to this magnificent site.

Then you’ll head back out onto the Paris streets, where
you’ll both see and hear about Baron Georges Haussmann’s
mid-19th-century alterations to the Paris cityscape. Charged
by Napoleon Il with the modernization of Paris, Haussmann
molded the city into a geometric grid, dividing it into districts
and instituting wider streets, taller buildings, and modernized
plumbing. Haussmann and his team of architects also built
many new public buildings and shopping arcades; their
marked preference for Neoclassical style resulted in a
unification of the architectural fagcades of the city. Rather
than treating individual buildings as independent structures,
street blocks were designed as homogeneous architectural
wholes, creating the unified urban landscape you see
throughout much of Paris today.

Stroll into the Jardin du Palais Royal (Garden of the Royal
Palace). Commissioned by Cardinal de Richelieu in 1633,
the Palais Royal housed France’s royal families until the
completion of Versailles. This is a hidden haven where locals
come to relax, play, and read.

Your final stop is the Comédie-Francaise, home to one of the
few state theaters in France. The theater company has a history
dating back to the 1670s, and the Comédiens-Francais have
been performing the plays of master French playwright Moliére
for over three centuries.

You'll walk back to the hotel, passing the Bibliotheque
Nationale de France (National Library of France)—which
houses over 30 million items and is the designated repository
of all literary works that are published in France—and the
Neoclassical La Bourse de Paris (Paris Stock Exchange
Building) along your way.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Palace and gardens of Versailles

During the ride to Versailles, an expert local guide will share
the history of the palace and its royal inhabitants. Once you
enter the Hall of Mirrors, you will see why Versailles established
the standard for palatial opulence throughout Europe. Seventeen
impressive beveled mirrors reflect the glamour of the hall lit
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by seventeen arched windows and resplendent chandeliers.
The treaty ending WWI was signed in this exquisite corridor.

The Grands Appartements showcase the king and queen’s
suite of salons, each of which was dedicated to a Roman
deity. The royal décor of each room is complemented by a
masterful ceiling painting. The Queen’s Bedchamber still
looks much the way it did when Marie-Antoinette left it in
1789, fleeing the revolutionaries. The King’s Bedchamber
has resided in the exact center of the palace since 1701,
since the reign of the Sun King, Louis XIV.

The Royal Chapel, where kings attended daily mass, gleams
with its astonishing gilded brass altar and white marble interior.
To experience all the grandeur of Versailles requires a walk
through its royal gardens, which include 250 acres (101
hectares) of pristine lawns, awe-inspiring fountains, and lush
forest. The grounds surround the Grand Canal, which boasts
a 4-mile (6.5-km) perimeter. You'll have time to explore the
magnificent gardens before returning to your hotel.

Note: On certain dates, Versailles Palace and Gardens may be closed
and a tour to the Louvre will be offered in its place.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: An evening at the Moulin Rouge
with dinner

Featuring rowdy squeals, boisterous rhythms, and skirts
lifted high in the air to reveal dancers’ legs and frilly panties,
the French cancan is a unique—and uniquely entertaining—
musical event. Montmartre’s Moulin Rouge is no doubt the
most famous cancan cabaret in the world, and over its
120-year history it has attracted princes, illustrious artists,
and many ordinary patrons. Beautiful, lively, and festive, the
show constantly reinvents itself, though always keeping
the cancan on the dance menu. Sit back and enjoy your
dinner and champagne while the glamorous girls and larger-
than-life spectacle delight you.

Note: Moulin Rouge might not be available on some dates.
Day 17 ‘ Paris BB

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Monet’s Giverny with lunch
QB = IOl

Today is yours to explore the “City of Light” at your own pace.
Maybe you’d like to spend more time discovering Paris’s most
iconic sights: the Eiffel Tower, Place de la Concorde, Musée
d’Orsay, or the Palais de Justice. Perhaps you'd like to further
explore the official heart of the city: Cathédrale Notre Dame
(Notre Dame Cathedral), the location from which distances

in France are traditionally measured. Take in the magnificent
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Gothic cathedral’s flying buttresses, gruesome gargoyles,
and soaring stained glass windows. Spend time on the famed
Rive Gauche (Left Bank) or in the Louvre. On your last full
day in this historic and memorable city, you’ll have time to
meander through the city’s squares, peruse its shop windows,
and perhaps take a seat at one of its classic café terraces.

Alternatively, you might join us on a delightful visit to Monet’s
home in his beloved village of Giverny.

Irresistible Optional Excursion: Monet’s Giverny with lunch

The Seine River Valley’s unique light kept Monet in residence
here for more than 40 years, until his death in 1926. The
village and gardens surrounding his home in Giverny frequently
inspired the subject matter of his paintings. It was after the
move to Giverny that Monet began his famous series of
paintings involving haystacks, cathedrals, and water lilies.
You'll explore Monet’s house, furnished as it was when the
leader of the Impressionist school lived here, complete with
his precious collection of Japanese engravings. As you stroll
through the gardens, you’ll see the famed Japanese bridge
and garden shaded by weeping willows, with its pond still full
of the water lilies that graced some of his masterworks.

Then you’ll enjoy lunch at the romantic Moulin de Fourges.
Set along the water inside an old river mill, this enchanting
restaurant boasts rustic ambience and impeccable cuisine a
mere stone’s throw from Monet’s gardens.

Frequently Asked Questions

What about the weather?

Prepare for a variety of weather conditions depending on
your travel season and the river you will be cruising on.
Layering clothing items is always your best bet, as this
allows each person to adjust to any temperature, including
artificially maintained temperature, by removing or adding
items throughout the day.

What should | wear ashore?

Comfortable, sporty, smart-casual daywear is appropriate
both onshore and onboard. For holiday season departures,
you'll find that coats, sweatshirts, heavier cotton or wool tops
and long-sleeved shirts, and corduroy or heavy khaki pants
perfectly suitable. You will find a significant amount of walking
over uneven terrain during your time ashore. We recommend
comfortable walking shoes with good ankle support. Don’t
forget to pack a waterproof jacket (preferably hooded), or
even a heavier-weight coat for colder temperatures.

I have concerns about my physical ability.
What do I do?

Guests with mobility concerns need to discuss their concerns
with Uniworld staff in advance of their departure. Guests
requiring the use of a mobility device, such as a wheelchair,
motorized scooter, or walker, may not be able to participate
in many shore excursions or use them onboard the ships.
Also, guests who may be limited in their ability to walk long
distances may also have difficulties as there is often uneven
terrain on many shore excursions.

How accurate are the shore excursion/tour
descriptions?

Uniworld does everything possible to ensure that shore
excursions are performed as promoted and as outlined in
the previous pages. In certain circumstances or for reasons
beyond the control of Uniworld, it may not be possible or
practical for the excursion to be performed exactly as written.

What time will excursions depart?

This briefing includes
information about departure times, specifics about the
shore excursions/tours not covered in this booklet, suggested
shopping and restaurant recommendations, and other
important information about the port of call. In addition
to the briefing, a daily program will be distributed to each
guest’s stateroom every evening. This program provides a
written overview of all events taking place the next day—
whether onboard or ashore.

How can | book the optional excursions listed in
the booklet?

Reservations for the optional excursions on your cruise can
be made directly with your Cruise Manager onboard the ship.
Charges for optional excursions will be added to your onboard
account. On pre- and post-cruise extensions, payment for
optional excursions will be made directly with your Local
Host via credit cards. We cannot accept cash payments for
optional excursions. A briefing will be held the day prior to

not have onboard toilets.

Is smoking allowed on shore excursions/tours?

Smoking is not allowed while on the motorcoach, and
many historical venues now request that visitors not smoke
anywhere on site. We ask all our guests who smoke not to
do so while on excursions/tours.
